Sazetak: Syntactic theories have difficulty accounting for the positioning of typically small
elements that are positioned either at or near the edge of a domain or next to its head. The
domain is the clause with the lexical verb as its head. The domain can also be an extended
nominal projection, headed by the noun. The data begin with South Slavic then move to other
types not found in these languages.
