	The course provides an overview of modern British literature (V.Woolf: Mrs Dalloway, The Waves; J.Conrad: Heart of Darkness; J. Joyce: Ulysses, Finnegan's Wake; A. Huxley: Brave New World; G. Greene: The Ministry of Fear ). During the course, the students will become acquainted with modernist narrative techniques (e.g. stream of consciousness). Selected works of literature will be analyzed with respect to their cultural and historical context (critique of imperialism, the development of new technologies, the influence of psychoanalysis on literature etc.)
