· recognize basic trends, approaches and problems in the practice of literary translation,

· identify problems and challenges encountered in translating literary texts when it comes to their type, kind, genre, etc. 
· analyze and take critical position towards different translation methods and strategies,

· take critical position and identify different translation techniques and procedures in translations done by other authors,

· apply different translation strategies, approaches and techniques in translating more complex works of literature and continue to work on developing their own translation strategies and techniques, 

· continue to develop and advance their own language competencies and learn how to adequately use different sources commonly used in translation,

· identify different stages in the process of translation from selecting a work for translation and translating to publishing translation and its life in the receiving culture.

	Course Contents
	This course is a continuation of Literary Translation Workshop I and it similarly starts from the assumption that literary translation is a creative process similar to that of creative writing and thus inseparable part of literary creation. 
The main objective of the course is to explore and develop particular sets of translation skills through practical and analytical work on translating works of literature. Working with experts specialized in different aspects of literary translation, the students will have the opportunity to familiarize themselves with different approaches to translation as well as with different techniques of producing quality translations of poetry, prose and drama. By producing and analyzing select literary translations, the students will continue to familiarize themselves with practical aspects of literary translation, characteristics that make literary translation different from other types of translation, problems that appear in literary translation, and the ways of dealing with such problems. At the same time, the students will develop techniques and strategies of producing translations that faithfully serve the original and stand as works of art in their own right within the linguistic and cultural context of the translation culture. One of the goals of the course is to introduce the students to practical aspects of publishing literary translations i.e. basic principles and demands put before translators by publishers, editors, and other translation clients. In addition, the students will continue to develop and hone their language skills, learn to adequately use dictionaries and other handbooks, as well as make use of various other sources and tools that will come in handy in their future translation work.

	Final Grade Calculation
	Students are required to fulfill all of the course requirements in order to pass the course. Each of the course requirements is graded individually (S1 – S5), and the final grade is calculated according to the following percentages:
1) Translation Assignments: 70 % of the grade
In addition to producing translations that represent faithful “recreation” of the original, as well as stand as works of art in their own right within the linguistic and cultural context of the translation culture, the work on the translation assignments includes researching the context in which the work came into being, the author’s oeuvre, style or voice i.e. different poetic and stylistic characteristics of the work and their “reproduction” in the receiving culture. 

a) Poetry – 30%

The students are required to select and translate 2 poems into Croatian and 2 poems into English. The students will present their translations according to the schedule (Workshop Sessions 1-10) and are required to submit their assignments at least three days in advance. 

Edited versions of these assignments should be included in the student’s portfolio and submitted during the last week of classes.

The students are also required to analyze their classmates’ translations and compose a short review (up to one page in length) that should be submitted to the student-translator and the class instructor. 

Late submissions are not accepted.

b) Fiction and Drama – 40%

Group translations of prose (5-10 pages) and drama (5-10 pages) to be analyzed and discussed during guest lecture sessions.

Translation assignments are required to be submitted at least one week before the scheduled session (deadline: March 30 and May 11).
Note: each group includes up to 5 students who work on the translation of their part of the assigned text. The groups are required to meet twice before their session with the guest lecturer (independent study sessions on Thursdays and Fridays, please check the schedule) and work on their assignments. Each group is going to present their translation during the guest lecture session. 
The students are required to edit their translations according to the suggestions and comments received during analyses in the workshop part of the course and include them in their translation portfolios to be submitted during the last week of classes.
2) Translation Reviews: 10 % of the grade
The students are required to analyze their classmates’ weekly translation assignments (poetry translation assignments only) and compose a short review (up to one page in length) that should be submitted to the class instructor and the student translator.
Late assignments are not accepted.

3) Translation Portfolio: 30 % of the grade
Translation portfolio includes all of the translation assignments the students will have worked on during the semester. Translations must be edited according to the suggestions and comments received during analyses in the seminar part of the course.

Submitted portfolio is a prerequisite for taking the final exam i.e. submitting the students’ translation project and is to be handed in during the last week of classes. 

Late submissions will result in grade deduction for this part of the course (1 grade deduction for each day of being late).

4) Attendance and Class Participation 0 %

Mandatory 70% attendance is required. 

5) MLA Requirement 0 %
All seminar papers and other written assignments should be written following the MLA Writing Style guidelines.
