	Learning outcomes
	The course develops the following generic competences:

a) instrumental: cognitive, understanding ideas and concepts

b) interpersonal: critical argumentation

c) systematic: individual work, associating different approaches and sources of knowledge, interdisciplinarity

Course-specific competences include:

a) the ability to interpret the basic causes, characteristics and consequences of the development of language ideologies

b) the ability of critical thinking about broader socio-cultural implications that emerge in the analyses of the relationship between language, language policies, ideologies and different forms of identities.

By the end of the course the student will be able to:

-define and interpret basic concepts and phenomena related to language ideology, language policy, language planning and identity

- interpret the causes of creation and modes of sustainment of language ideologies

- analyze different language structures whose usage leads to the formation of language ideologies

- interpret the relevance of language conflict, attitudes towards language varieties, language purism and different forms of identities as crucial factors in the process of the development of language ideologies

- analyze extralinguistic, primarily socio-cultural implications which are related to different manifestations of language ideologies.

	Enrolment requirements
	

	Course contents 
	The aim of the course is to introduce the basic phenomena encountered in research on the relationship between language, ideology and identity. Language ideologies, causes of their creation, as well as processes of their sustainment represent the focus of interest. The course approaches language ideologies from the viewpoint of language planning within which special emphasis is placed on ideologies of the standard variety, but also on issues of language conflict that arise in descriptions of different manifestations of language ideologies. Such an approach includes the analysis of power relations within processes of creating collective identities. Attention is paid to the notion of national identity and to the role of language in its creation and sustainment. Furthermore, students are introduced to issues of attitudes towards language varieties, language purism and language rights which arise in different approaches to language ideologies, language planning and identity.

In the lectures students are introduced to basic theoretical issues concerning the notion of ideology and the relationship between ideology, language and different forms of identity. On the other hand, students are required to actively participate in the seminars through the analysis of relevant literature and critical thinking.
