	Enrolment in the1st semester of the English Language and Literature - Graduate Study Teacher Education Programme 

	Course Content
	The course will cover key concepts and principles of foreign language teaching, based on an empirical approach. In addition, it will deal with the interaction between the principles of foreign language teaching, and linguistics, psychology and second language acquisition, as well as the influences of sociolinguistics and psycholinguistics on English language teaching. The course will give a historical overview of the methods and approaches to foreign language teaching and their influence on contemporary approaches to foreign language teaching. Emphasis will be placed on the characteristics of basic language skills with regard to the development of students' interlanguage. The importance of the learner as the focus of the language teaching process will be highlighted, as well as other aspects such as, defining communicative competence, self-evaluation and assessment of knowledge and skills, and the relationship between foreign language theory and practice. 
Topics closely related to the course content will be discussed during the seminars.
