Description of the 
course (syllabus) 

Roman victories transformed once small village by the Tiber River into 
the largest Mediterranean state which ruled over many nations and lands. 
In order to successfully govern such a large territory, Rome established 
provinces. The aim of the course is to acquaint students with 
circumstances that led to formation of Roman provinces and with history 
of Roman provinces, their administrative and military apparatus, 
population and monuments; least, but not last, students will be 
acquainted with the importance of Roman provinces for both rise and fall 
of the Roman state itself.

5) express their own opinions on historical events and historical 
processes, autonomously create conclusions on individual events and 
processes, 
6) compare and correlate historical processes from different periods and 
different geographical regions.
