Sazetak

Viseetni¢nost je obiljezje zajednica u vecini suvremenih drustava pa je klju¢an
izazov sustava javnog obrazovanja osigurati prijenos ne samo vecinskih vrijednosti
i kulturnih obrazaca nego jednaku mogucnost osigurati i za manjinske skupine.
Pri tome se izazov ne odnosi samo na zadovoljavanje obrazovnih potreba nego
i na oCuvanje identitetskih potreba i interesa djece i njihovih roditelja. Razli¢ite
zemlje, medutim, razli¢ito odgovaraju na ove izazove te pretacu u javne politike,
pa i one obrazovne, razli¢ite strategije upravljanja (etnickim) razliCitostima.
U odgovoru na izazov obrazovanja u videetni¢kim zajednicama zagovaram
interkulturnu perspektivu i stajaliSte prema kojem Skola moZe ostvariti svoju
obrazovnu i svoju odgojno-identitetsku funkciju ako se ostvarenje tih funkcija
promatra sa stajali$ta ostvarenja djetetovih potreba i prava. Stoga obrazovanje
i Skola, poglavito kada je rije¢ o djeci pripadnicima manjina, treba omoguciti
realizaciju dva temeljna djeja prava: pravo na obrazovanje (i) na materinskom
jeziku te oCuvanje vlastita kulturnog identiteta, ali i pravo na odrastanje u
integriranoj sredini, odnosno mogucnost integriranja kulturnih vrednota naroda
podrijetla i zemlje u kojoj dijete Zivi. Pod tim vidom u predavanju ce se detaljnije
govoriti o istrazivanjima uloge $kole u socijalnointegracijskim procesima djece
i mladih u raznolikim viSeetni¢kim zajednicama u Hrvatskoj, koje autorica sa
svojim timom provodi posljednjih dvadesetak godina. Rezultati ovih istrazivanja
u razli¢itim vecinsko-manjinskim kontekstima i na razli¢itim uzorcima pokazuju
kako upravo Skola moze biti (prirodan) prostor socijalne integracije djece, ali i
to da integracijska uloga Skole kod nas nije dovoljno prepoznata, posebno ne u
zajednicama koje se jo$ uvijek oporavljaju od posljedica Domovinskog rata. U
predavanju e se iznijeti i na rezultatima utemeljene preporuke o tome kako Skola
moze bolje i ucinkovitije odgovoriti na obrazovne, identitetske i integracijske
potrebe djece i mladih, pripadnika i manjina i vecine, u viseetni¢kim zajednicama.

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Educational challenges in multi-ethnic communities: [essons
learned and future challenges

Summary

As most communities in contemporary societies are multi-ethnic,the key challenge
for public education systems is to not only ensure the transfer of majority values
and cultural paradigms, but also to provide minority groups with the same
opportunity. This includes meeting educational needs, as well as preserving the
identity needs and interests of both children and their parents. However, different
countries respond differently to these challenges and translate various strategies
for managing (ethnic) differences into their public policies, including education
policies. In response to the challenge of education in multi-ethnic communities,
| propose an intercultural perspective and the view that schools can fulfil both
their educational and identity-preserving roles if these are viewed from the
perspective of fulfilling children’s needs and rights. Therefore, education and
schools, especially when it comes to minority children,should enable children to
fulfil two fundamental rights: the right to education (also) in their mother tongue
and the preservation of their own cultural identity,as well as the right to grow up
in an integrated environment and an opportunity to integrate the values of the
childss ethnic culture and the cultural values of the country in which the child
lives. In that sense, the lecture will give a more detailed account of the research
conducted by the author and her team over the last two decades on the role of
school in social integration processes of children and young people in various
multi-ethnic communities in Croatia. The results of this research in different
majority-minority contexts and on different samples show that the school can
serve as a (natural) space for the social integration of children, but also that the
integrating role of the school is not sufficiently recognized in Croatia, especially
not in communities still recovering from the consequences of the Homeland
War. The lecture will also present evidence-based recommendations on how the
school can more efficiently respond to the educational, identity and integration
needs of children and young people, both minority and majority members, in
multi-ethnic communities.

Regionalni identiteti kao baStina

Sazetak

Kao nasljede koje nosimo iz nase blize ili dalje proslosti regionalni identiteti
dio su naSe ukupne bastine, kao svakog pojedinca, naroda ili drzave. Bastina se
najkrace definira kao naslijedeno materijalno ili nematerijalno dobro. Regionalni
identiteti, kao prostorni identiteti, rezultanta su nase povijesne interakcije s
prostorom, zajedni¢kog nacina Zivota i organizacije u tom prostoru, posebnih
odnosa s okoliSem i drugim zajednicama s kojima Zivimo i stvaramo sloZzene
odnose, koji su specifi¢ni, nama jedinstveni i razliciti od drugih. Svjesnost o
jedinstvenosti i razlicitosti tijekom dugovremena procesa teritorijalizacije
oblikuje prostorne (regionalne) koncepte i identitete. One kojima se (samo)
identificiramo. Prostorni identitet jedan je od vise komponenata naseg sloZzenog
identiteta. Prikazat ce se primjeri razlicitih kontinuiteta regionalnih pojmova,
kako prostornih tako i horonimskih kontinuiteta, kao i detaljnija analiza pojedinih
regionalnih pojmova/identiteta u hrvatskom povijesnom pograni¢nom podrucju
na temelju istrazivanja toponimijskog i simboli¢nog sadrzaja povijesnih karata.

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Regional identities as heritage

Summary

As a legacy we carry from our recent or distant past, regional identities are
part of our overall heritage, for any individual, nation or state. Heritage is most
briefly defined as an inherited tangible or intangible good. Regional identities,
as spatial identities, are the result of our historical interaction with space, the
common lifestyle and organization, special interactions with the environment
and other communities with which we live and create complex relationships that
are specific,unique to us and different from others. Awareness of uniqueness and
diversity through a long-term process of territorialization shapes spatial (regional)
concepts and identities. The ones we (self)identify with. Spatial identity is one of
several components of our complex identity. Examples of different continuities of
regional concepts, both spatial and horonymic,as well as a more detailed analysis
of particular regional concepts/identities in the Croatian historical borderlands,
based on the research of toponymic and symbolic content of historical maps, will
be presented. Examples relate specifically to the historical regions of Morlachia,
Wallachia Minor and Turkish Croatia, which existed as regional concepts and
identities at a certain historical and socio-cultural kmoment» that created them,
and over time went through various processes of dissolution and translation.

Pogreske studenata u pisanju na engleskom kao stranom jeziku

Sazetak

Usvajanje jezika podrazumijeva usvajanje temeljnih jezicnih vjeStina od kojih je
najzahtjevnija vjestina pisanja koja predstavlja znacajan problem kako izvornim
tako i neizvornim govornicima odredenog jezika. Ono Sto e uvijek biti prisutno
U procesu usvajanja jezika jesu pogreske na koje se danas gleda kao neizbjezne
i pozitivne sastavnice ucenja. Pogreske koje nastaju tijekom pisanja na stranom
jeziku mogu biti rezultat razli¢itih ¢imbenika poput jezi¢nog prijenosa, ucenikova
medujezika i materinskog jezika (Patekar, 2017), kao i nedovoljna poznavanja
stranog jezika i njegovih jezi¢nih pravila. Na temelju navedenih Cimbenika
pogreske dijelimo u dvije osnovne skupine — unutarjezi¢ne i medujezine pogreske.
Cilj ovoga rada bio je utvrditi jezi¢ne pogreske studenata u esejima na engleskom
jeziku te istraziti razloge njihova nastajanja. U istrazivanju je sudjelovalo 69
studenata SveuciliSta u Zadru, Odjela za nastavnicke studije u Gospicu, a njihov
zadatak bio je napisati esej o zadanoj temi. Kvalitativnhom i kvantitativnhom
analizom pogresaka utvrdeno je da studenti ¢eSce Cine unutarjezi¢ne nego
medujezi¢ne pogreske, a pritom im najvecu poteSkocu predstavlja uporaba
¢lanova, prijedloga, kao i pravopis. Takoder je utvrdeno da materinski jezik, iako
nije glavni izvor pogresaka, utjete na stvaranje teksta na engleskom jeziku. Sli¢ni
rezultati dobiveni su i u drugim istrazivanjima (Phuket i Normah, 2015; Patekar,
2017), gdje su ucenici engleskoga kao stranoga jezika ¢eSce Cinili pravopisne
te unutarjezi¢ne pogreske medu kojima su najteSce pogreSke bile u uporabi
glagolskih vremena i prijedloga.

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An Error Analysis of Students' EFL Writing

Summary

Language acquisition involves the acquisition of the basic language skills, the
most demanding being the writing skill which can cause significant problems
to both native and non-native speakers. Something that will always be a part of
language acquisition are errors which are today seen as inevitable and positive
elements of the language learning process. When writing in a foreign language,
making errors can be the result of various factors, such as language transfer,
learner’s interlanguage or native language (Patekar 2017) as well as insufficient
knowledge of a foreign language and its language rules and translation. Based
on these factors, errors can be classified into two main groups - interlingual and
intralingual errors. This paper aimed to identify what language errors students
make while writing in English and to explore the causes of such errors. A total
of 69 students from the University of Zadar, Department of Teacher Education
Studies in Gospi¢, participated in the research. Participants’ task was to write
an essay on a given topic. After conducting a quantitative and qualitative error
analysis, the research results have shown that the students tend to make more
intralingual than interlingual errors thus making the most errors in the use
of articles, prepositions and spelling. It has also been found that the mother
tongue, although not the main source of errors, influences the process of writing
in English. Similar research results were found in other studies (Phuket and
Normah,2015; Patekar 2017) where EFL learners also made more spelling errors
and intralingual errors among which are errors made in the use of prepositions
and verb tenses.

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Utjecaj videoigara na usvajanje vokabulara u ranom ucenju
engleskoga kao stranoga jezika

Sazetak

Engleski jezik danas je u svijetu opéeprihvacen kao jezik globalne komunikacije.
Tome su, izmedu ostalog, uvelike pridonijeli mediji, a ubrzanim razvojem
tehnologije engleski jezik danas je i nezaobilazan dio nase svakodnevice.S obzirom
na to da ne mozemo zanemariti ¢injenicu da neposrednu okolinu danasnje djece
i adolescenata ponajvise oblikuje doticaj s medijima, neminovno je da jezi¢ni
sadrzaji medija koje konzumiraju imaju izniman utjecaj na njihov jezi¢ni razvoj
(Brodari¢-Segvi¢; 2019). Pojavom online igara,a samim time i pojavom dvosmijerne,
umrezene komunikacije medu igra¢ima potencijalno razli¢itih govornih podrucja
vrlo popularna postaje i gaming industrija osobito medu mladom populacijom.
U radu se istrazuje ucestalost koriStenja engleskih rijeci i izraza tijekom igranja
videoigara te se nastoje utvrditi strategije usvajanja vokabulara engleskoga jezika
u nenamjernom, izvanskolskom kontekstu. Istrazivanje je provedeno na uzorku
od 76 ucenika Cetvrtih i sedmih razreda osnovne $kole koji uce engleski kao
prvi strani jezik. U neformalnom razgovoru s ucenicima prikupljene su engleske
rijeCi i izrazi koje uCenici koriste tijekom igranja videoigara. Anketnim upitnikom,
sastavljenim za potrebe istrazivanja, izvrSena je analiza uestalosti uporabe i
razumijevanja engleskih rije¢i kao i analiza strategija nenamjerna usvajanja
leksika engleskog jezika. Pretpostavka je da u¢enici sedmih razreda bolje razumiju
znacenje rijeci s obzirom na duljinu izlozenosti formalnom i neformalnom ucenju
engleskog jezika te da u¢enici sedmih razreda bolje razumiju znacenje engleskih
rijeCi i izraza koristedi strategiju usvajanja nepoznatih rijeci iz konteksta,odnosno
L,Strategiju zaklju¢ivanja“ znacenja rijeci. Rezultati istrazivanja pokazali su da
ucenici ¢esto koriste spontano usvojene engleske rijeci tijekom igranja videoigara
te da postoji razlika medu ucenicima u razumijevanju znacenja rijeci u odnosu
na izloZzenost engleskom jeziku.

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The Impact of Video Games on the Acquisition of English
Vocabulary in Early EFL Learning

Summary

English is generally accepted as a language of global communication. The
influence of the media and the rapid development of technology greatly
contributes to the situation in which English has become an inevitable part
of our daily life. Therefore, we simply cannot ignore the fact that, nowadays,
the immediate surroundings of children and adolescents are mostly shaped by
media exposure and it is inevitable to say that the linguistic content of the media
has an exceptional influence on their language development (Brodari¢-Segvi¢;
2019). The emergence of online games, which has brought the emergence of two-
way network communication among players of potentially different language
speaking zones, induced the popularity of the gaming industry especially amongst
younger players. This paper explores the frequency of the usage of English words
and expressions among primary school pupils during playing video games. It also
examines the strategies in incidental EFL vocabulary learning. The research was
conducted on a sample of 76 fourth and seventh- grade primary school pupils
learning English as a first foreign language. English words that are frequently
used by pupils while playing video games have been gathered during informal
conversations with pupils. A questionnaire survey was used in which participants’
understanding of the meaning of English words was tested. The use of strategies
of incidental acquisition of English words and expressions was also examined.
It was assumed that there is a better understanding of the meanings of the
words among seventh- grade pupils due to their longer exposure to formal and
informal EFL learning. It was also assumed that seventh- grade pupils have a
better understanding of English words and expressions while using the strategy
of acquiring unknown words from the context, also known as “the guessing
strategy”. The research results have shown that pupils often use spontaneously
acquired English words when playing video games. The findings of the study have
also shown the differences in the understanding of the meaning of words among
pupils depending on their exposure to the English language.

Summary

International tests, such as PISA (Program for International Student Assessment),
TIMMS (Trends in International Mathematics and Science Study), PIRLS (The
Progress in International Reading Literacy Study) etc. contribute to the quality
of the educational system. How can the educational system benefit from the
results of international tests for quality assurance in education? This paper aims
to consider the strengths and weaknesses of pre-tertiary levels of education in
the Republic of Croatia with the analysis and comparison of research results on
student achievement in different educational areas and other relevant indicators
such as family-school partnership, teaching methods, the role of the principal
etc. With this approach, the indicators will be distinguished that highlight the
need to change and improve pedagogical practice in schools and classrooms,and
accordingly the need to modernize the school curricula. Additionally, the results
of the analysis and comparison with other member states of the European Union
contribute to the school self-evaluation and teacher self-evaluation.

Summary

Electronic media, such as radio programmes and electronic publications, are
powerful, influential, and accessible modern disseminators of informative,
educational, cultural and entertainment content with the purpose to inform and
educate the public. In today’s world, in which many global changes are taking
place, all the ways of pointing out and teaching about cultural values in terms
of shaping cultural identity are of inestimable importance. This research is
aimed at “reviving” the cultural heritage of the Gacka area within the literary-
narrative contributions of Milan Kranjcevi¢ to portal the GlasGacke.hr, enrolled
in the register of electronic publications at the Agency for Electronic Media. His
contributions within the series of shows provided by audio media services of
Radio Otocac were also explored. The studied contributions are inexhaustible
sources of knowledge about the author’s homeland, its values, history, culture,
and many others that make it different and special. Extensive descriptions
and rich informativeness on numerous details of life in Gacka, along with the
contextual dimension, are valuable foundations for ethnological and folkloristic
considerations,as well as for examining the function of folklore elements. Special
attention is paid to the interesting and rich linguistic material of the observed
articles. The author’s homeland is a space where the Chakavian dialect is spoken,
and his works are directed precisely to the igniting of the national consciousness
in dialectal speakers. His efforts led to the fact that the Gacka Chakavian dialects
from the area of Oto€ac were given the status of a protected intangible cultural
property of the Republic of Croatia from the year 2018. His life experience and
the knowledge of the material and spiritual culture of the specific space to
which he is inextricably linked, his objectivity and criticism, attractive humorous-
satirical expression, simplicity of storytelling and skilful combinatorics of fable
contents are the features of his dialogue with its tradition and culture. Observed
contributions undoubtedly take on an important educational role, and because
of their multiple purposes,they are suitable for the educational process in which
opposites can be easily reconciled and lead to the interpolation of globalisation
and cultural heritage.

Summary

Summary

In this particular case, research
problems related to music and art content and specific activities derived from
them are defined, based on the opinion of educators about different forms of
interests and preferences of children for a particular art, and examining the
competence of educators to implement specific integrated programs and
content from particular art. The obtained research results are in the function of
developing an integrated curriculum in art areas based on children’s interest and
preference for certain art areas,as well as the issue of better training of educators
to implement integrated procedures.

Sazetak

Cilj je ovim radom utvrditi koliko ucenici poznaju kulturu podrijetla njihovih
kolega kao i vlastitu kulturnu bastinu.

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Globalisation in the Education System and Preservation of the
Cultural Heritage Of Trogir

Summary

The research aims to explore how well pupils are acquainted with their peers’
cultures, as well as with their heritage. A total of 70 eight-grade pupils were
interviewed through a survey questionnaire. The research showed that 70% of
the pupils have a very superficial knowledge of different cultures that their peers
belong to,yet they would like to improve their knowledge of the cultural heritage
of their city. They would like to present it in the best possible way both to their
friends who have been assimilated in the community and to their peers who
live in the countries of their origin, more specifically Poland, the Czech Republic,
Albania, the Dominican Republic. Teachers play a crucial role in the achievement
of that goal, as well as globalisation processes that set new requirements in
education. Contemporary information society enables them to connect with their
peers throughout the world. This research,as well as proposals for the realisation
of pupils’ ideas, prove the hypothesis that globalisation has extremely positive
effects on educational processes,since,in addition to working on the preservation
of their cultural heritage, pupils acquire emotional, communicational and social
competencies. The paper is based on professional literature involved in studying
the globalisation phenomenon in the educational process, as well as on papers
addressing the issue of the cultural heritage of the Trogir area. Authors like
Zdenko Brai¢i¢, Snjezana Coli¢, Darko Duki¢, Slaven Maderi¢ have addressed the
issue of globalisation in the educational process, while Ivo Babic, PhD, Danka
Radi¢, PhD and Fani Celio-Cega, PhD have written about the cultural heritage
of Trogir. The paper presents projects that can be implemented in class so that
pupils connect with their peers from a specific country on social networks and
present them their heritage through the guide of the city of Trogir, a book of
recipes from Trogir, as well as a wide range of virtual workshops in which they
would exchange knowledge about the cultural heritage of Trogir. This paper
contributes to connecting the local community and education system, striving to
preserve, as well as promote the cultural heritage of Trogir.

Implementacija globalizacijskih i bastinskih sadrZaja u nastavi
geografije

Sazetak

Globalizacija kao suvremeni proces koji utjece na sve sfere ljudskoga Zivota mora
imati svoje mjesto i u nastavnim kurikulumima, posebice onih nastavnih predmeta
Ciji su znanstveni interesi prostor i drustvo, a takav je predmet Geografija.
Globalizacija kao recentan proces zadire u sve sfere zivota s tim da su njezini
manije vidljivi,no potencijalno s ve¢im posljedicama na identitet,a u geografskom
diskursu na prostorne identitete od lokalne do supranacionalne razine. Primjer
je ovakvoga utjecaja globalizacijski utjecaj na kulturu, koja je vazna sastavnica
identiteta na svim razinama, od lokalne do globalne,te se upravo kulturni utjecaji
Cesto nekriti¢ki pa i nesvjesno prihvacaju.

U radu ce se analizirati dokumenti vezani uz nastavu (nastavni plan i program,
HNOS te predmetni kurikulum) s ciljem pracenja kontinuiteta pojavnosti
pojmova ili sadrzaja vezanih uz globalizaciju i bastinu. Usporedit ce se oCekivane
razine njihove usvojenosti prema dostupnim dokumentima promatranog
tridesetogodi$njeg razdoblja kao i povezanost procesa globalizacije s potrebom
oCuvanja i valorizacije prirodne i kulturne bastine. U drugome ce se dijelu
rada predstaviti rezultati anketnog istrazivanja usmjerenog na problematiku
poucavanja navedenih sadrzaja s tri aspekta. Prvi se aspekt odnosi na
samoprocjenu kompetentnosti ucitelja za poucavanje navedenih sadrzaja, drugi
na nacine poucavanja (odabir oblika rada i nastavnih metoda) da bi se odgojili
pojedinci svjesni problematike i spremni na djelovanje dok ce treci aspekt biti
usmjeren na potencijale ovih nastavnih sadrzaja za ostvarivanje ishoda pojedinih
medupredmetnih tema.

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Implementation of Globalisation and Heritage Contents in
Geography Teaching

Summary

Globalisation as a modern process that affects all spheres of human life must have
its place in the curricula, especially for those subjects whose scientific interests
are space and society, and such is the subject of Geography. Globalisation as a
recent process affects all spheres of life with its individual effects being more
visible, especially those in the sphere of economics and politics, while others
are less visible, but potentially with greater consequences on identity,and in a
geographical discourse on spatial identities from local to supranational levels.
Examples of such influence are globalisation influences on culture, which is
an important component of identity at all levels from local to global, and it is
precisely cultural influences that are often uncritically and even unconsciously
accepted. Therefore, teaching content related to globalisation is suitable for
developing critical thinking, forming attitudes, thinking about value systems in
society,developing the skills of discussion and debate,and even potential activist
action.

The paper will analyse documents related to teaching (curriculum, CNES and
subject curriculum) in order to monitor the continuity of the emergence of
concepts or content related to globalization and heritage. The expected levels
of their adoption will be compared according to the available documents of
the observed thirty-year period, as well as the connection of the globalisation
process with the need to preserve and valorize natural and cultural heritage.
The second part of the paper will present the results of survey research focused
on the issue of teaching these contents from three aspects. The first aspect
refers to the self-assessment of teachers’ competence to teach these contents,the
second to teaching methods (selection of forms of work and teaching methods)
to educate individuals aware of the problem and ready to act, while the third
aspect will be focused on the potentials of these teaching contents for achieving
the outcomes of certain cross-curricular topics.

Suvremeni obrazovni koncepti preporucuju interdisciplinarno povezivanje
umjetnickih i znanstvenih podruc¢ja. Ovaj rad, na temelju istrazivanja misljenja
studenata uciteljskog studija prije i nakon recepcije glazbeno-scenskog djela
,Suma Striborova®, hrvatskoga skladatelja lvana Josipa Skendera, nudi model

,Suma Striborova“ temeljno je djelo hrvatske dje¢je knjizevnosti s univerzalnom
poukom i pripada hrvatskoj kulturnoj knjizevnoj bastini.Umjetnicka djela hrvatske
glazbene bastine, poglavito glazbeno-scenska djela, nisu dovoljno zastupljena
u kurikulumu umjetnickog podru¢ja. U cilju kulturnog osvjes¢ivanja vrijednosti
hrvatske knjizevne i glazbene bastine recepcija knjizevno-umjetni¢kog djela
Ivane Brli¢ Mazurani¢, uz komplementarno audio-vizualni dozivljaj opere Suma
Striborova putem cjelovitog dozivljaja rijeci (teksta), glazbe (zvuka) i likovno-
scenskog oblikovanja, objedinjava esteti¢ke elemente umjetni¢kog dozivljaja.
Integriranim pristupom poucavanju umjetni¢kog djela moguce je upucivati
i studente i uCenike na kulturoloske vrijednosti nacionalne bastine. Ovakvim
integriranim umjetni¢ko-humanisti¢kim konceptom poucavanja knjizevnog i
glazbeno-scenskog umjetni¢kog djela hrvatske kulturne bastine moguce je
strukturirati model integriranog poucavanja umjetnickih i humanistickih sadrzaja
koji su u skladu s osmom kompetencijom EU-a za cjeloZivotno obrazovanje -
kulturnom osvijestenoscu.

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Work of Art as an Incentive for the Reception of Cultural Heritage

Summary

Contemporary educational concepts recommend interdisciplinary binding
of artistic and scientific areas. This paper, based on the research of student’s
opinion from Teacher Education studies before and after the reception of musical
stage work “Suma Striborova” by Croatian composer Ivan Josip Skender, offers a
model of interdisciplinary interpretation and cognition of the cultural heritage
value within the teaching in arts-humanities area, in the program of culturally
aware interdisciplinary teaching of the Teachers Education students, as well as
acquiring culturally valuable competencies in primary school students education.
,Suma Striborova“ (Stribor’s Forest) is a fundamental work of Croatian children’s
literature containing the universal lesson and belongs to Croatian cultural
literature heritage. Work of art of Croatian musical heritage, especially musical
stage work is not represented enough in the artistic area curriculum. For the
purpose of cultural awareness of the Croatian literally and musical heritage
values, reception of the literary work of art by Ivana Brli¢ Mazurani¢ with the
complementary audio-visual experience of the opera “Suma Striborova” through
a holistic experience of words (lyrics, text), music (sound) and artistic stage
design combine aesthetic elements of artistic experience. Through the integrated
approach of presenting the work of art, it is possible to point the students and
pupils to the cultural values of national heritage. With this integrated artistic-
humanistic concept of teaching the literally and musical stage artistic work of
Croatian cultural heritage, it is possible to structure the model of integrated
teaching of artistic and humanistic contents who are accordingly with cultural
awareness - the 8™ competence of the EU for lifelong learning education.

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Doprinos emacionalne kompetencije i sociodemografskih imbenika
interkulturnoj osjetljivosti studenata uciteljskih studija

Sazetak

U akademskoj 2020./2021. godini medu 139 studenata Odjela za nastavnicke
studije u Gospicu SveuciliSta u Zadru te Odjela za izobrazbu ucitelja i odgojitelja
Sveucilita u Zadru provedeno je istrazivanje povezanosti interkulturne
osjetljivosti, emocionalne kompetencije i nekih sociodemografskih varijabli.
Istrazivanje je pokazalo da su studenti uciteljskih studija Sveucilista u Zadru
iznadprosje¢no emocionalno kompetentni u sve tri kategorije mjerenja
(sposobnost uocavanja i razumijevanja emocija, sposobnost izrazavanja i
imenovanja emocija te sposobnost regulacije i upravljanja emocijama) te imaju
iznadprosje¢no razvijenu interkulturnu osjetljivost. Istrazivanjem je utvrdeno
i da postoji znacajna pozitivna povezanost izmedu interkulturne osjetljivosti
i sposobnosti uofavanja i razumijevanja emocija, sposobnosti izrazavanja i
imenovanja emocija te sposobnosti regulacije i upravljanja emocijama. Takoder
pokazalo se i da postoji niska, ali zna¢ajna negativna povezanost izmedu
sposobnosti uotavanja i razumijevanja emocija i sudjelovanja u studentskim
i uceni¢kim razmjenama te niska do umjerena pozitivha povezanost izmedu
sposobnosti izrazavanja i imenovanja emocija, interkulturne osjetljivosti i godine
studija. Od ostalih povezanosti istice se niska, ali zna¢ajna pozitivna povezanost
izmedu pohadanja edukacija o emocionalnoj pismenosti u osnovnoj i/ili srednjoj
Skoli i sudjelovanju na ucenickim i studentskim razmjenama te niska, ali
znatajna negativna povezanost izmedu etni¢kog sastava obitelji te sudjelovanja
na studentskim i uceni¢kim razmjenama. Na koncu je multivarijantnom
hijerarhijskom regresijskom analizom utvrdeno da godina studija, sposobnost
uofavanja i razumijevanja emocija, sposobnost izrazavanja i imenovanja emocija
te sposobnost regulacije i upravljanja emocijama kao prediktori znacajno
doprinose razini interkulturne osjetljivosti kao kriteriju.

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Contribution of Emotional Competence and Sociodemographic
Factors to Intercultural Sensitivity of Teacher Education Students

Summary

In the academic year 2020/2021, among 139 students of the Department of
Teacher Education Studies in Gospic and the Department of Teacher and
Preschool Teacher Education in Zadar, University of Zadar,a study was conducted
on the relationship among intercultural sensitivity, emotional competence and
some sociodemographic variables. The research showed that students of both
Departments are above average emotionally competent in all three categories
of measurement (Ability to Perceive and Understand emotions, Ability to Express
and Name Emotions and Ability to Regulate and Manage Emotions) and have above
average developed intercultural sensitivity. The research also found that there was
a significant positive correlation between intercultural sensitivity and the ability
to perceive and understand emotions, the ability to express and name emotions,
and the ability to regulate and manage emotions. Also, it was shown that there
was a low but significant negative correlation between the ability to perceive
and understand emotions and participation in student exchange programs, and
a low to moderate positive correlation between the ability to express and name
emotions, intercultural sensitivity and study year. Other correlations include a
low but significant positive correlation between attending emotional literacy
education in primary and/or secondary school and participation in student
exchange programs and a low but significant negative correlation between the
ethnicity of the family and participation in student exchange programs. Finally,
multivariate hierarchical regression analysis found the significant contribution
of the study year, ability to perceive and understand emotions, ability to express
and name emotions, and ability to regulate and manage emotions as predictors
to the level of intercultural sensitivity as a criterion.

Artefakt hrvatske kulturne baStine u razvijanju kulturnoga identiteta u
primarnom obrazovanju - od kravate i spomenika do univerzalnih vrednota

Sazetak

Suvremeni odgojno-obrazovni kontekst u kurikulskim dokumentima potice
razvijanje vlastitoga jezitno-kulturnoga identiteta, no potrebno je odrediti
relevantne kulturoloSke sadrzaje pouctavanja koji omogucuju dosezanje tih
ishoda i razvoj kompetencija. Svijest o identitetu jest kompetencija koja sintetizira
kognitivne i afektivne sastavnice spoznavanja.

Kako bi se ta kompetencija razvila, potrebno je u interdisciplinarnom metodi¢kom
pristupu poucavati,vrednotama apstraktne vrsnoce, vrijedne stvarnosti i vrsnoce
povijesno-kulturnog odredenja“ (Tomi¢, 2020: 30). U tom kontekstu kravatu,
osim dijelom hrvatske bastine, smatramo vrijednim metodic¢kim artefaktom
pomocu kojega mozemo poucavati o povijesno-kulturnoj bastini Hrvatske i
vrednotama ugradenima u tu bastinu.

Hrvatska kravata u svojoj opisanoj simbolici jest vrijedna stvarnost koja obuhvaca
vrednote apstraktne vrsnoce (odanost, postovanje, povjerenje, odgovornost...) s
kojima ce se ucenici i studenti upoznati u istrazivatkome dijelu ovoga rada.
Povezanost elemenata kulturne bastine istaknut ¢e se na temelju umjetnicke
instalacije autora Marijana Busica Kravata oko Arene. Pulska Arena vazan je
spomenik i sastavnica hrvatskoga identiteta.

Istrazivanje obuhvaca rad na knjizevno-umjetni¢kom tekstu Daniela Nacinovica
Kravata Velog Joze, obavijesnim i znanstveno-popularnim tekstovima dostupnima
u srediSnjoj svjetskoj instituciji posvecenoj proutavanju,¢uvanju i unapredivanju
kravate kao hrvatske i svjetske bastine - Academia Cravatica.

Istrazivanjem zelimo odrediti sadrzaje poucavanja koji omogucuju izgradnju svijesti
o identitetu, istraziti misljenja uCenika Cetvrtoga razreda primarnog obrazovanja
(N =100) i studenata Cetvrte godine uciteljskoga studija (N = 100) o vrednotama i
sadrzajima povezanima s hrvatskim identitetom - povijesno-kulturnom bastinom.

EpistemoloSkim doprinosom ovoga rada smatra se identificiranje sadrzaja
poucavanja koji u metoditkome procesu omogucuju stjecanje kompetencije.

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Artefact of Croatian Cultural Heritage in the Development of
Cultural Identity in Primary Education - From the Cravat and
Monuments to Universal Values

Summary

The contemporary educational context in curricular documents fosters one’s
own linguistic and cultural identity, but it is necessary to determine the relevant
cultural contents of teaching that enable the achievement of these outcomes
and the development of competences. Identity awareness is a competence that
synthesizes the cognitive and affective components of cognition.

In order to develop this competence, it is necessary to teach in an interdisciplinary
methodological approach “the values of abstract excellence, valuable reality and
excellence of historical and cultural determination” (Tomi¢, 2020: 30). In this
context, the cravat (necktie) is considered a valuable methodological artefact,
alongside being a part of the Croatian heritage, with which we can teach about
the historical and cultural heritage of Croatia and the values embedded in that
heritage.

The Croatian cravat in its described symbolism is a valuable reality that encompasses
the values of abstract quality (loyalty, respect, trust, responsibility...) to which pupils
and students will be introduced in the research part of this paper. The connection
between the elements of cultural heritage will be highlighted on the basis of the
art installation by the author Marijan Busi¢ The Cravat around the Arena. The Pula
Arena is an important monument and a component of Croatian identity.

The research includes the work on the literary and artistic text of Daniel Nacinovic
The Cravat of Veli Joze, informative and popular science texts available at the
central world institution dedicated to the study, preservation and improvement
of the cravat as the Croatian and world heritage - Academia Cravatica.

The research aims to determine the contents of teaching that enable the building
of identity awareness, to explore the opinions of fourth-grade pupils in primary
education (N = 100) and fourth-year teacher education students (N = 100) on
values and contents related to the Croatian identity - historical and cultural
heritage.

The epistemological contribution of this paper is considered to be the
identification of teaching contents that enable the acquisition of competence in
the methodological process.

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U potrazi za djetinjstvom u pricama s motivom sjecanja na pucke
feSte - izmedu djelovanja globalizacije i lokalnog identiteta zajednice

Sazetak

Na temelju zapisanih i transkribiranih pria iz Zivota s motivom sje¢anja na pucke
feSte u radu ce se pokusati razumjeti djelovanje zajednice u oCuvanju bastine
unutar nezaobilaznoga procesa globalizacije. U ovakvom paradigmatskom
pristupu studenti Filozofskog fakulteta u Splitu recipijenti su i zapisivaci prica,a
kazivaci su ¢lanovi njihovih nukleusnih i proSirenih obitelji.

Takoder u analizi znacenja lokalnog kulturnog identiteta otkriva se nacin na koji
se njihov (sa)¢uvani obicaj odrazava na svakodnevni (su)zivot s pripadnicima
drugih zajednica.

Upravo ovdje dolazi do izrazaja korist od razumijevanja pucke feSte kao
simbolitke zajednice u kojoj pripadnici puckih feSta opcenito konceptualiziraju
djelovanje zajednice s kolektivnim sjec¢anjima kao pripovijestima iz proslosti, a
ukljucuju i pojedinac¢na uvjerenja i razinu institucionalno uklju¢ene socijalne
interakcije. Tematski i problemski kompleks referentnog okvira zajednice puckih
festa interpretiran je pomocu dubinskih polustrukturiranih intervjua, obracajuci
posebnu pozornost na odnos (ili na dijalektiku) simboli¢ke strukture zajednice kao
sociokulturnog fenomena svjetovne institucije zajedniStva. Primarni je doprinos
ovog istrazivanja interpretacija pri¢a o puckim festama kao idealnom mjestu
za pronalazak izgubljenih sadrzaja djetinjstva i igre u sjec¢anjima kolektivne
interakcije sudionika pucke feSte, a na koje bi se trebalo osloniti i suvremeno
obrazovanje. Pritom sudionici shvadaju pucke feste u hrvatskom drustvu kao
povijesno zivi dio povijesti, most izmedu proSlosti i buducnosti te kao drustveni
i duhovni kontinuitet izmedu djelovanja zajednice i nadnacionalnih kulturnih i
socijalnih utjecaja.

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In Search of Childhood in the Stories Containing the Motif of the
Memory of Folk Festivities - between the globalisation effects
and the local community identity

Summary

Based on the recorded and transcribed stories from life containing the motif of the
memory of folk festivities, in this paper,we will try to understand the community’s
work on heritage preservation within the inevitable process of globalisation. In
this paradigmatic approach, the students of the Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences have the role of scribes, while members of their nuclear and extended
families are narrators.

Moreover, the analysis of the meaning of local cultural identity reveals how
preserved and maintained custom is reflected in everyday (co)existence with
members of other communities.

It is here that the benefit of understanding folk festivities as a symbolic
community comes to the fore. In such community folk festivity participants
generally conceptualize community’s work with collective memories as narratives
from the past which include individual beliefs and the level of institutionally
involved social interaction. The theme- and problem-related complex of the
reference framework of the community of folk festivities are interpreted using
in-depth semi-structured interviews, paying special attention to the relationship
(or the dialectic) of the symbolic structure of the community as a sociocultural
phenomenon of the secular institution of the community. The primary contribution
of this research is the interpretation of the stories about folk festivities as an
ideal place to find the content related to the lost childhood and the play in the
memories of the collective interaction of folk festivity participants, on which
modern education should also rely. In Croatian society,the participants understand
folk festivities as a historically living part of history, a bridge between the past
and the future,and as a social and spiritual continuity between community’s work
and supranational cultural and social influences.

U ovome su istrazivanju bilingvalni u¢enici bili
pripadnici ¢eSke i talijanske nacionalne manjine.Vjestina pisanja provjerena je na
pisanju pisma u kojem su ucenici trebali ukljuciti odredene informacije. Tako su
ispitanici trebali dovrsiti pismo duzine od oko 100 rijeci prijatelju/prijateljici koji/
koja govori engleski i kod kojeg/koje su boravili nekoliko dana. Tekst je trebao
sadrzavati zahvalu za gostoprimstvo i ucenici su trebali spomenuti tri stvari u
kojima su posebno uzivali tijekom svog boravka. Za potrebe ovog rada autor ce
dati analizu ortografskih odstupanja u Cetiri glavna kriterija: pisanju malog i
velikog slova, supstituciji slova, ispustanju slova i dodavanju slova. Na kraju ce se
izlaganja, uz zakljucak, dati i implikacije i smjernice za daljnju analizu elemenata
uspjesSnosti pisanja u engleskom kao stranom jeziku.

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Orthographic Deviations in Writing in English as a Foreign
Language in Monolingual and Bilingual Primary School Students

Summary

This paper will present the findings of a research study of the writing skill in
monolingual and bilingual primary school students learning English as a first or
second foreign language in Croatia. This research study included over a hundred
participants. They came from several schools in five Croatian counties and
were divided into two groups: monolingual and bilingual. The monolingualism/
bilingualism opposition has been shown in several of the author’s earlier works
as an important determinant of the individual that has resulted in different
achievement in mastering language skills in English as a foreign language. In
this study, bilingual students were members of the Czech and Italian national
minorities. Writing skill was tested on writing a letter in which students were
required to include certain information items. Thus, the respondents had to
complete a letter of about 100 words to a friend who speaks English and with
whom they had stayed for a few days. The students had to thank their foreign
friend for his/her hospitality and mention three things they especially enjoyed
during their stay in their friend’s home. For the purpose of this paper, the author
will provide an analysis of orthographic deviations in four main criteria: lowercase
and uppercase writing, letter substitution, letter omission, and letter addition. At
the end of the presentation, in addition to the conclusion,the author of the paper
will give implications and guidelines for further analysis of the elements that are
important for the achievement of writing skill in English as a foreign language.

Osnovni cilj
spomenutog projekta bio je upoznati uCenike s vazno$c¢u oCuvanja okolisa na
primjerima mikrorazine kako bi onda usvojene kompetencije mogli prenositi i
na Siri prostor makrorazine. U projektu ucenici su upoznati s vazno$¢u ocuvanja
prirodne bastine na primjeru Parka prirode Telas¢ica. Projekt se temeljio na
problemsko-istrazivackoj iskustvenoj metodi rada koja se ostvarivala putem
brojnih projektnih aktivnosti. Tako su putem projekta ucenici u suradnji sa
stru¢nim suradnicima Parka prirode Tela$¢ica i svojim uciteljima istrazivali floru
i faunu kao i geomorfoloska obiljezja Parka prirode Telascica. Na radionicama
izradili su ekoloSke kucice za pcele, sapune od mediteranskog bilja, ruzmarina i
lavande,te dzem od planike (magunje).Vrhunac projektnih aktivnosti bila je izrada
i tisak problemsko-edukativne slikovnice o biljnim i Zivotinjskim vrstama Parka
prirode Telas¢ica pod naslovom Kartoline mira.

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Education for Preservation of Natural Heritage on the Example of
Tela8Cica Nature Park

Summary

In the modern globalised world, more and more consideration is being given to
the impact of the globalisation process on the environment. The market economy,
an inanimate thirst for as much profit as possible, which is often reflected in
the irrational use of natural resources in front of teachers as educators of
new generations, poses new challenges to educate about the importance of
environmental protection (natural heritage) primarily in the area of micro-level
known to students. Starting from this premise, the project Protected Areas of
Homeland was launched at the Bartul Kasi¢ Elementary School in Zadar. The main
goal of the mentioned project was to familiarize students with the importance
of preserving the environment on micro-level examples so that they could then
transfer the acquired competencies to the wider macro-level area. Through
the project, students were informed about the importance of preserving the
nature of heritage on the example of the Telas¢ica Nature Park. The project
was based on a problem-based research experience method of work that was
realised through numerous project activities. Thus, through the project, students
in cooperation with professional associates of the Telas¢ica Nature Park and their
teachers researched flora and fauna as well as the geomorphological features
of the Telas¢ica Nature Park. Through workshops, they made ecological beehives,
soaps made from Mediterranean herbs, rosemary and lavender, and magunja
jam. The culmination of the project activities was the production and printing
of a problem-educational picture book about plants and animal species of the
Telascica Nature Park entitled Kartoline Mira.

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Globalizacija i suvremenost kurikuluma Likovne kulture u

Sazetak

Skola za zivot program je koji u sve hrvatske $kole uvodi Ministarstvo znanosti i
obrazovanja s ciljem razvoja kompetencija potrebnih za 21. stoljece te cjelovitiji
razvoj ucenika. Cjelovita reforma provedena je frontalno te je ukljuCivala mnoge
promjene u sustavu i kurikulima nastavnih predmeta. Reforma je naisla na razliite
stavove znanstvenika s podrucja obrazovanja te samih ucitelja koji je provode u
svojim razredima. Ovim su istrazivanjem predstavljene promjene u kurikulumu
nastavnoga predmeta Likovna kultura razredne nastave u sklopu Cjelovite
kurikularne reforme, koja je obuhvatila izmjene kurikuluma svih nastavnih predmeta.
Glavni je cilj ustanoviti koje su se primjene dogodile u kurikulumu Likovne kulture
u odnosu na prethodni kurikulum. Analizirane su izmjene u kurikulumu te je cilj
bio ustanoviti koliko one odgovaraju suvremenim trendovima u obrazovanju te na
$to novi obrazovni sustav stavlja naglasak. Metodologija rada jest kvantitativna te
ukljucuje analize staroga i novoga kurikuluma nastavnoga predmeta Likovna kultura
za razrednu nastavu. Ovom analizom uoceni su pomaci prema globalizacijskim
trendovima te suvremenim nastavnim strategijama i metodama rada, 5to se ogleda
u usvajanju znanja i vjestina koje ¢e u¢enik moci primijeniti u svim podrugjima svog
Zivota, odnosno na znanja koja su trajna, ali uoCeni su i neki nedostatci reforme.
Naglasak je novoga kurikuluma na razvoju ucenika,ne samo u kognitivnom podrucju,
nego i na razvoj sustava vrijednosti,stavova i vjestina, sto ukljucuje njegov identitet,
razvoj kreativnosti i kritickoga misljenja te obogacivanje slike svijeta u kojemu
zivimo. Kurikulum nastavnoga predmeta Likovna kultura donosi odgojno-obrazovne
ishode koji su ujedno i vodilja prilikom pripremanja i izvodenja nastave,a proizasli su
iz potrebe suvremenog drustva i suvremenog pojedinca, na kojega se stavlja poseban
naglasak.

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Globalisation and Modernity of the Art Culture Curriculum in
Primary Education

Summary

The School for Life is a program introduced by the Ministry of Science and
Education in all Croatian schools with the aim of developing the competencies
needed for the 21 century and the overall development of students. The overall
reform was implemented frontally and included many changes in the system and
curricula of the subjects. There have been different attitudes towards the reform,
from education scholars and the teachers themselves who implement it in their
classes. This research presents the changes in the curriculum of the subject Art
Culture in elementary classes as part of the Comprehensive Curriculum Reform,
which included changes to the curriculum of all subjects. The main goal is to
establish which applications have occurred in the curriculum of Art Culture to
the previous curriculum. Curriculum changes were analysed and the aim was to
determine how they correspond to modern trends in education and what the new
education system emphasizes. The methodology of the work is quantitative and
includes the analysis of the old and new curriculum of the subject Art Culture for
elementary classes. This analysis shows progress towards globalisation trends
and modern teaching strategies and methods of work, which is reflected in the
acquisition of knowledge and skills that students will be able to apply in all areas
of their lives, i.e. knowledge that is permanent, but also some shortcomings of
the reform. The emphasis of the new curriculum is on student development, not
only in the cognitive area but also on the development of value systems, attitudes
and skills, which includes student identity, development of creativity and critical
thinking and enriching the image of the world we live in. The curriculum of the
subject Art Culture brings educational outcomes that are also a guide in the
preparation and implementation of teaching, and they arose from the needs of
modern society and the modern individual, to which special emphasis is placed.
The curriculum also regulates the evaluation of the subject, which is not an end
in itself but also encourages lifelong skills that need to be developed in students
from the first days of compulsory education. Classes are conducted according to
four given and two elective topics.

Sazetak

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Systemic Effects of COVID-19 Pandemic on Education:

Summary

People today are facing new challenges, in a fast-changing, complex society,
which has truly become a “global village® in every sense of the word - societal,
political and economical. In that society,‘old’, pre-global world values of exclusive
individualism, exclusive sense of self-entitlement, attitudes of negligence toward
fellow citizens, and emphasis on individual achievement, completely lost their
sense and purpose. These effects are attenuated by the current coronavirus
pandemic, which is not only a health issue but a global issue with far-reaching
systemic consequences, which requires adopting new values and mindsets -
values that exist in every global and integral system in nature.

Although pandemic did accelerate numerous global changes, at the same time
it emphasized the importance of the local, immediate environment - family,
neighbourhood, local community. We have found ourselves in a completely new
situation of social isolation, for which we were not ready,which appeared almost
instantly and caught us unprepared for the challenges it brought along, from the
necessity for adaptation of the entire educational process, up to its execution
in an online environment. The majority of teachers and educators were not
educated for such work, especially not to an extent to which the current situation
demanded of them.

Therefore, in this paper, we are presenting a new educational framework that
could enable us to deal with the challenges of global society and the systemic
effects of the pandemic. Along with theoretical considerations, we will present
experience and current empirical findings from our research, as well as research
of other authors supporting the validity of discussed concepts. Finally, we will
discuss the practical implications of such an approach in classrooms, as well as
in the school system and system of education in general.

Nacionalnim okvirnim kurikulumom iz 2010. godine definirano je da u vrijeme
sveopce globalizacije Covjek nuzno mora postati gradaninom svijeta, a pritom
svakako treba sacuvati svoj nacionalni identitet, odnosno svoju kulturu,
druStvenu, moralnu i duhovnu bastinu. Pritom je poseban naglasak stavljen
na Cuvanje i razvijanje materinskog jezika te brigu o njegovoj pravilnoj
primjeni. Pristupanjem Republike Hrvatske Europskoj uniji obvezali smo se
na prihvacanje zajednickih vrijednosti uvrijezenih u pluralnim drustvima
drzava ¢lanica: postivanje ljudskog dostojanstva, slobode, demokracije,
nediskriminacije, tolerancije,vladavine prava, solidarnosti i jednakosti spolova.
Analizom Vinodolskog zakona iz 1288. godine pokazat ¢emo kako su na podrucju
Republike Hrvatske sve te vrijednosti odavno postojale, ¢ak i znatno ranije nego
u mnogim europskim kulturnim i gospodarskim sredi$tima, a te su Cinjenice
nedovoljno vrednovane u hrvatskom odgojno-obrazovnom sustavu.

Summary

According to the 2010 National Framework Curriculum, in the age of general
globalisation,one must necessarily become a citizen of the world, while preserving
their national identity, i.e. their culture, social, moral, and spiritual heritage.
Special emphasis is therewith placed on the preservation and development of the
mother tongue and the care for its proper usage. The accession of the Republic
of Croatia to the European Union has obliged us to accept the common values
practised in the plural societies of the member states: respect for human dignity,
freedom, democracy, non-discrimination, tolerance, rule of law, solidarity, and
gender equality. An analysis of the 1288 Law Code of Vinodol will show that in
the territory of the Republic of Croatia all these values had already existed for
a long time, even much earlier than in many European cultural and economic
centres, while these facts are insufficiently valued in the Croatian educational
system.

Sazetak

Kao institucija koja predstavlja najvazniji izvor znanja, sveuciliSte treba sluziti drustvu
i postati glavni ¢imbenik njegova razvoja te doprinositi unapredenju uvjeta Zivota
u zajednici u kojoj djeluje. Kvaliteta sveuciliSne nastave temelji se na neophodnim
kompetencijama nastavnika u podrucju istrazivanja, ucenja i poutavanja, obavljanja
administracijskih poslova te primjeni novih spoznaja kod rjeSavanja drustvenih
problema. Unato¢ mnogobrojnim istrazivanjima o kompetencijama visokoskolskih
nastavnika na svjetskoj razini,smatramo da nacini razvoja i vrednovanja pedagosko-
psiholoskih kompetencija jo$ uvijek nisu dovoljno istrazeni. Ovim pilot-istrazivanjem
nastojali smo ispitati stavove sveucilisnih nastavnika o vaznosti i nacinima stjecanja
pedagosko-psiholoskih kompetencija za akademsku profesiju.Jedan je od osnovnih
ciljeva obrazovne politike Europske unije posjedovanje navedenih kompetencija
kao uvjet za zaposljavanje nastavnika u visokoSkolskom obrazovanju. Stjecanje
tih kompetencija moralo bi se temeljiti na pohadanju certificiranih sluzbenih
programa edukacije za rad u visokoskolskoj nastavi. Krenuli smo od pretpostavke
da sveucilidni nastavnici u Republici Hrvatskoj stje¢u pedagosko-psiholoske
kompetencije na razli¢ite natine te da njihovo stjecanje ne predstavlja obvezu pri
zaposljavanju na sveucilistu. Istrazivanje je provedeno putem novokonstruiranog
upitnika za koji je utvrden koeficijent pouzdanosti Cronbachs’ alpha a = 0,804, koji
predstavlja zadovoljavajucu pouzdanost. Za obradu prikupljenih podataka koristila
se deskriptivna i faktorska analiza pomocu SPSS statistickog softverskog paketa.
Iz provedenog istrazivanja moze se zakljuciti da ispitanici smatraju neophodnim
uvodenje obveze formalnog zavr3avanja pedagosko-psiholoskog obrazovanja pri
zaposljavanju na sveucilistu. Analizu dobivenih rezultata moguce je primijeniti kao
znanstveni doprinos tematici koja se odnosi na razvoj i vrednovanje pedagosko-
psiholoskih kompetencija sveucilisnih nastavnika.

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Permanent Professional Training as the Strongest Link in the Development
of University Professors’ Pedagogical and Psychological Competencies

Summary

As the institution representing the most significant source of knowledge, the
university should serve the public and become the main factor of its development

and contributor to the life improvement of the community within which it acts.

The quality of university teaching is based on the necessary competencies
owned by professors in the realm of research, learning and teaching, performing
administrative duties,as well as applying new knowledge in solving social issues.
Despite the numerous competencies higher education professors worldwide
have, we think that the modalities of developing and evaluating the pedagogical
and psychological competencies have still not been sufficiently investigated. In
this pilot research, we tried to investigate the university professors’ attitudes
to the importance and ways of acquisition of pedagogical and psychological
competencies for the academic profession. One of the main goals of the European
Union educational policy is the possession of the aforementioned competencies
as the precondition for the employment of professors in higher education.
Their acquisition should be based on attending certified official educational
programmes intended for teaching at higher education institutions. The source
assumption was that university professors in the Republic of Croatia acquire
pedagogical and psychological competencies in various ways and that their
acquisition is not obligatory to get employed at a university. The research was
conducted through a newly-construed questionnaire for which the reliability
coefficient Cronbach’s alpha equals 0=0,804, which makes it sufficiently reliable.
The descriptive and factor analysis found in the SPSS statistical software package
was used to process the collected data. From the conducted research it can be
concluded that respondents consider obligatory the introduction of the obligation
to complete pedagogical and psychological education to be employed at the
university. The analysis of the obtained results could be applied as a scientific
contribution to the topic of the development and evaluation of university
professors pedagogical and psychological competencies.

Sazetak

Podru¢je proucavanja identiteta, kulture i odgoja predmet je mnogobrojnih dosadasnjih
istrazivanja. Naj¢eS¢e su ona usmjerena obrazovanju za kulturu, dok se duhovna kompo-
nenta unutar kulturnog identiteta nedostatno istrazuje. Upravo se ta duhovna komponenta
kod djece i mladih moZe oplemeniti implementacijom nematerijalne kulturne bastine u
suvremeni odgojno-obrazovni kontekst. Pregledom literature i dokumenata utvrden je
teorijski okvir u kojem su determinirani kljucni pojmovi i njihova meduzavisnost s na-
glaskom na odgojno-obrazovnu ustanovu kao ,Cuvaricu“ nematerijalne kulturne bastine i
kulturnog identiteta djece i mladih. Namece se pitanje vaznosti uloge odgojno-obrazovnih
ustanova u kreiranju kulturnog identiteta. Iz ovog istrazivackog pitanja proizlazi hipoteza
da odgojno-obrazovne ustanove imaju znacajnu ulogu i mo¢ u konstruiranju, promociji i
implementaciji nematerijalne kulturne bastine s ciljem razvoja kulturnog identiteta djece i
mladih u suvremenom globaliziranom drustvu. Cilj je rada osvijestiti vaznost uloge odgoj-
no-obrazovnih ustanova u promicanju vrijednosti nematerijalne kulturne bastine za cjelovit
razvoj kulturnog identiteta pojedinca. 1z postavljenog cilja operacionalizirani su zadatci
istrazivackog rada. U radu se opisuju pojmovi: identitet, kultura i nematerijalna kulturna
bastina. Nadalje kontekstualiziraju se navedeni konstrukti s aspekta odgoja i obrazovanja
te se utvrduje uloga odgojno-obrazovnih ustanova u razvoju kulturnog identiteta.Analizira
se integriranost nematerijalne kulturne bastine u predmetnim kurikulumima primarnog
odgoja i obrazovanja. U radu se koristi deskriptivna i komparativnha metoda te metode
analize i sinteze. Metodom analize prikupljeni su podatci temeljem literature, prethodnih
istrazivanja i dokumenata. Metodom deskripcije postavljaju se, definiraju i opisuju teorij-
ski konstrukti identiteta, kulture, nematerijalne kulturne bastine, odgoja i obrazovanja te
se komparacijom prikazuje njihova interdisciplinarnost. Metodom sinteze uopcavaju se
zakljudci o vaznosti implementacije navedenih teorijskih konstrukata u kontekst odgoj-
no-obrazovnih ustanova.

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Educational Institution as a Co-creator of Intangible Cultural
Heritage in the Cultural Identity of Children and Youth

Summary

The field of studying identity, culture and education has been the subject of
a lot of previous research. They are mostly directed towards education for
culture, while the spiritual component within cultural identity is insufficiently
explored. This spiritual component in children and youth can be enriched by
the implementation of intangible cultural heritage in the modern educational
context. A review of the literature and documents established a theoretical
framework of the study in which key concepts and their interdependence were
determined, with an emphasis on the educational institution as the “‘guardian”
of intangible cultural heritage and cultural identity of children and youth. The
importance of the role of educational institutions in creating a cultural identity
was questioned in the research. Following the research question,we assume that
educational institutions have a significant role and power in the construction,
promotion and implementation of intangible cultural heritage to develop the
cultural identity of children and youth in the modern globalised society. This
paper aims to raise awareness of the importance of the role of educational
institutions in promoting the value of intangible cultural heritage for the overall
development of an individual’s cultural identity. The tasks of the research work
were operationalized from the main goal. The paper describes the terms: identity,
culture and intangible cultural heritage. Furthermore, the mentioned constructs
are contextualized from the aspect of education, and the role of educational
institutions in the development of cultural identity by analysing the integration
of intangible cultural heritage in the subject curricula of primary education. The
paper uses a descriptive and comparative method and methods of analysis and
synthesis. The analysis method was used to collect data based on the literature,
previous research and documents. The method of description sets, defines and
describes the theoretical constructs of identity, culture, intangible cultural
heritage and education, and the comparison shows their interdisciplinarity. The
method of synthesis generalizes the conclusions about the importance of the
implementation of these theoretical constructs in the context of educational
institutions. The research results indicate that educational institutions have a
fundamental role in the overall development of an individual’s cultural identity.
By continuous implementation of intangible cultural heritage in various
components of the educational system, the value of culture as a spiritual creation
of a person and society is inherited.

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Likovne aktivnosti i senzorni razvoj djece rane i predsSkolske dobi

Sazetak

Temelj su naSega percipiranja osjetila koja nam pomazu u razumijevanju razli¢itih po-
drazaja iz okoline. Osjeti iz razliCitih osjetilnih sustava medusobno se podupiru i omo-
gucavaju nam razvoj sposobnosti koordiniranja informacija primljenih putem razli¢itih
osjetila u jednu perceptivnu cjelinu. Perceptivni sustav razvija se na temelju iskustva, ali
i uCenja, stoga je narocito vazno vec od rane i predskolske dobi djeci omoguciti raznoli-
ka iskustva za aktivno ufenje upotrebom razlicitih osjetila. U svakoj likovnoj aktivnosti
djece prisutni su osjeti — dijete opaza predmete i prostor, slusa zvukove, dotice i mirise
materijale, razne prirodne i nacinjene predmete, istrazuje njihovu teksturu, boju, oblik,
miris. Svoje dozivljaje nastale na osnovi razliitih osjetnih podrazaja dijete s lakocom
likovno interpretira. Stoga je u likovne aktivnosti potrebno ukljuciti poticaje i igre pove-
zane s razli¢itim perceptivnim doZivljajima. Na taj se nacin ujedno ostvaruje integracija
likovnoga podru¢ja s drugim odgojnim podrucjima. Raznoliko3¢u likovnih podrudja i
tehnika, sredstava za rad,angaziranim istrazivanjem i eksperimentiranjem razli¢itim ma-
terijalima (glinom, plastelinom, papirom, kartonom, drvetom, mekanom zicom, didakticki
neoblikovanim materijalom...) djeca otkrivaju raznolike mogu¢nosti njihove uporabe
kao i postupke rada s njima i na taj nacin razvijaju osjetilna iskustva, mastu i kreativ-
nost te viSu razinu izrazavanja i komunikacije temeljene na jeziku umjetnosti. U radu je
predstavljeno istrazivanje provedeno u vrti¢cima dviju Zupanija u Republici Hrvatskoj, na
uzorku od 90 odgojitelja/ica. Cilj istrazivanja bio je ispitati uCestalost provodenja usmje-
renih likovnih aktivnosti u vrticu, zastupljenost uporabe likovnih tehnika u pojedinim
likovnim podrucjima te razloge na temelju kojih se odgojitelji najceSce odlucuju za po-
jedino likovno podrugje i likovne tehnike. Rezultati istrazivanja pokazuju kako odgojitelji
u usmjerenim likovnim aktivnostima najCe3ce upotrebljavaju crtacke i slikarske tehnike,
rjede upotrebljavaju likovne tehnike i materijale na podrucju grafike i trodimenzional-
nog oblikovanja, a vrlo rijetko koriste nove medije. Interes djece i prostorno-materijalni
uvjeti naj¢es¢i su razlog odabira pojedinog likovnog podrucja i tehnike. U istrazivanju
je prikazan i primjer projektnog istrazivanja na podrucju zavicajne bastine kao poticaja
za likovno oblikovanje djece uporabom razli¢itih osjetnih podrazaja te likovnih tehnika
i materijala, ¢Cime je potaknuto njihovo aktivno sudjelovanje u aktivnostima.

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Visual Arts Activities and Sensory Development of Kindergarten
and Preschool Children

Summary

The foundation of our perception are the senses: they facilitate the understanding
of various environmental stimuli. The senses belonging to different sensory
systems are mutually built upon and empower the development of the ability
to coordinate information detected via various senses into one perceptive
whole. The system of perception is developed and based on experience but also
learning, so it is especially important to provide children from an early age with
various experiences of active learning through the use of various senses. The
senses are present in each children’s art activity — the child perceives objects
and space, listens to sounds, touches, and smells materials, various natural and
man-made objects, explores their texture, colour, shape, and smell. The child
easily, artistically interprets his/her experiences created and based on different
sensory stimuli; so, it is necessary to include into visual arts activities incentives
and games connected with various perceptions, which affects the integration of
the visual arts field with other educational fields. Through the multifacetedness
of visual arts areas and techniques (clay, Play-Doh, paper, cardboard, wood, soft
wire, didactically unshaped material...), children discover numerous possibilities
of their usage, procedures of work with these materials, and in such a way
develop their sensory experiences, imagination, creativity, and a higher level of
expression and communication based on the language of art. This paper presents
the research implemented in kindergartens in two Croatian counties,on a sample
of 90 female preschool teachers. The research goal was to examine the frequency
of implementing directed visual arts activities in the kindergarten, the frequency
of using individual visual arts fields and techniques. The research results indicate
that the preschool teachers mostly use drawing and painting techniques in
directed visual arts activities with children,somewhat less in the field of graphics
and space design, and scarcely new media. The children’s interest and spatial-
material conditions are the most frequent reasons for choosing certain visual arts
field and technique. The research also presents an example of project research
on local heritage as an incentive for children’s visual arts activities through the
use of various sensory stimuli, art techniques and materials, which showed their
active participation in the activity.

Moze se
dogoditi da ni sam ucitelj nije izvorni govornik idioma kojim se govori u sredini
u kojoj radi. Budu¢i da je vazno kod ucenika poticati ljubav prema zavi¢ajnom
govoru, bez obzira na to sluze li se uenici i/ili ucitelj njime ili ne, u€itelji moraju
promisljati o razli¢itim strategijama primjene nacela zavitajnosti u nastavi.
Jedna od mogucnosti primjene toga nacela u nastavi jesu zavitajne slikovnice.
Slikovnica je vrlo poticajan nastavni sadrzaj i nastavno sredstvo, a zaviajne
slikovnice djeci mogu biti vrlo zanimljive jer su jezikom, a Cesto i sadrzajem,
bliske njihovu neposrednom iskustvu. Stoga je glavni cilj rada istraziti i prikazati
moguce primjene zavicajnih ¢akavskih slikovnica (autorica Elizabet Jovanovi¢ i
Jadranke Cetine) u redovitoj razrednoj nastavi i u izvannastavnim aktivnostima
ponajprije Hrvatskoga jezika, ali i u drugim Skolskim predmetima.

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Possibilities of Applying Local Chakavian Picture Books in Teaching

Summary

This paper deals with the importance of teaching about local speech, but also
about local speech because it is an important component of cultural heritage
and cultural identity. Thus, the principle of domiciliation is realized in teaching
as one of the key principles of learning and teaching. Teaching in and about the
local speech is a challenge for the teacher, especially in the current globalization
time when he often has bilingual and multilingual students in his class. This
means that in addition to native speakers of a particular idiom, it also teaches
students who are unfamiliar with that idiom, and even students who are not
native speakers of the Croatian language. It may happen that the teacher himself
is not the original speaker of the idiom spoken in the environment in which he
works. Since it is important to encourage students to love their local speech,
whether students use it or not, teachers need to think about different strategies
for applying the principle of domiciliation in teaching. One of the possibilities of
applying this principle in teaching is regional picture books. The picture book is a
very stimulating teaching content and teaching aid,and regional picture books can
be interesting for children because they are close to their immediate experience
in language and often in content. Therefore, the main goal of the paper is to
explore and present possible applications of regional chakavian picture books
(author Elizabet Jovanovi¢ and Jadranka Cetina) as a part of regular classroom
teaching and extracurricular activities, primarily of the Croatian language, but
also in other school subjects.

Sazetak

Premda je odrzivi razvoj kao koncept promjena prihvacen u svim strateSkim
dokumentima Republike Hrvatske, izostala je sustavna implementacija sadrzaja
odrzivog razvoja u nastavnoj praksi. Smjernice za realizaciju medupredmetne
teme Odrzivi razvoj nalaze su u vecini novih kurikuluma te predstavljaju korak
prema razvoju kompetencija kao $to su: pretrazivanje i koristenje razli¢itih izvora
i vrsta informacija, rjeSavanje problemskih situacija, argumentiranje vlastitih
stavova, primjena tehnika komunikacije i prezentiranja, rad u interaktivnom i
multimedijskom okruzju te rad na istrazivackim projektima. Novi kurikulumi
Geografije i Biologije otvaraju mogucnosti korelacijom odgojno-obrazovnih
ishoda spomenutih predmeta s odgojno-obrazovnim ocekivanjima kurikuluma
medupredmetne teme Odrzivi razvoj. Jedan od koncepata u kurikulumu Geografije
upravo je Odrzivost, dok kurikulum Biologije navodi Odrzivi razvoj unutar
makrokoncepta Procesi i meduovisnosti u zivome svijetu. Integriranje sadrzaja i
aktivnosti razlic¢itih kurikuluma zahtijeva mnogo 3iri spektar znanja i vjestina od
onoga 5to je jedan nastavnik stekao formalnim obrazovanjem.S obzirom na to da
oba predmetna kurikuluma ucenje i poucavanje temelje na procesu istrazivackog
u€enja nuzno je nastavnicima ponuditi didakti¢ke smjernice. Cilj je rada prikazati
primjer horizontalne prohodnosti izmedu predmetnih kurikuluma Biologije i
Geografije i medupredmetne teme Odrzivi razvoj istrazivackim radom o temi
utjecaja Covjeka na tlo i prirodnu vegetaciju zavitaja. Na spomenutom primjeru
razradit ¢e se odgojno-obrazovni ishodi/oCekivanja, strategije poucavanja
i prikladne metode vrednovanja. Ciljevi uenja i poucavanja kurikuluma
medupredmetne teme Odrzivi razvoj usmjeravaju nastavnika na osmisljavanje
kreativna i zanimljiva poucavanja koje ¢e potaknuti ucenike na promisljanje i
stjecanje znanja, oblikovanje stavova i sustava vrijednosti te usvajanje ponasanja
u skladu s odrzivim razvojem.

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Implementation of the Cross-curricular Topic Sustainable
Development Through Biology and Geography Correlation

Summary

Even though sustainable development as a concept has been adopted in all
strategic documents in the Republic of Croatia, its systematic implementation
in teaching is still lacking. Guidelines for cross-curricular topic Sustainable
development realisation can be found within most of the new curricula and
represent a step towards competence development such as: search and usage
of different sources and data, problem situation solving, personal attitude
argumentation,application of communication and presentation techniques, work
in interactive and multimedia surrounding and work on research projects. New
Geography and Biology curricula open possibilities through the correlation of
their educational outcomes with educational expectations in cross-curricular
topic Sustainable development. One of the concepts in the Geography curriculum is
Sustainability, while in the Biology curriculum there is Sustainable development
within Processes and their interconnection in the living world macro concept.
Integration of different curricula contents and activities demand a much broader
knowledge and skills spectrum than those teachers gain from formal education.
Considering both curricula base teaching and learning on the research learning
process, it is necessary to offer didactical guidelines to teachers. The paper
aims to present an example of the horizontal correlation between Geography
and Biology curricula and the cross-curricular topic Sustainable development
by implementing research work on the topic of human influence on soil and
natural vegetation. Educational outcomes/expectations, learning strategies and
evaluation methods will be developed. Aims of learning and teaching cross-
curricular topic Sustainable development direct teachers towards the design of
creative and interesting teaching that will encourage pupils to think and gain
knowledge,form attitudes and values and adopt behaviours following sustainable
development.

Sazetak

Slikovnica kao medij pun potencijala za razlicite oblike interakcije s djetetom kao
recipijentom i odraslima kao posrednicima sadrzaja bogatih estetskim,emotivnim,
kognitivnim i edukativnim elementima pruza prilike i za oCuvanje zavitajnog
identiteta osvjestavanjem narjecja kao zajednicke znacajke pripadnosti kulturno
homogenoj i distinktivnoj drustvenoj zajednici. Recentna istrazivanja ukazuju na
to da je oCuvanje lokalnog i regionalnog identiteta postalo posebno izazovno u
doba globalizacije. Stoga je osnovni cilj ovog rada studijom slu¢aja odgovoriti
na pitanja o ucincima organiziranih predskolskih aktivnosti na osvjescivanje i
snazenje osjecaja pripadnosti lokalnoj zajednici koristenjem narjecja i dinamike
odnosa prema lokalnom, osobnom te globalnom i standardnom u djetetovu
neposrednom odgojno-obrazovnom kontekstu.

Na primjeru organizirane projektne aktivnosti izrade slikovnice s narativnim
elementima na standardnom jeziku i narjecju,a formatom studije slucaja, prikazat
Ce se konkretna prilika za provjeru hipoteze o mogu¢nostima integracije zavi¢ajnog
identiteta i slikovnice kao sredstva za uravnoteZen razvoj na tranzicijskom putu
od potencijalima punog djeteta do vrijednostima, senzibilitetom, znanjima,
sposobnostima i vjeStinama bogate odrasle osobe Cvrstih kulturnih korijena
uronjenih u Zivo tijelo zavitajne zajednice.

U prvom dijelu rada izneseni su teorijski okviri pristupa slikovnici i njihovim
recipijentima, djeci i odraslim posrednicima autorske komunikacije dozivljaja
i ideja jasno definiranoj ciljanoj publici. U tom smislu slikovnicu se definira,
raslojava prema funkciji, tematici, tekstualnosti, likovnosti i njezinu utjecaju na
cjelovit razvoj djeteta. Drugi dio rada bavi se zavic¢ajnosc¢u i zavicajnim identitetom
na opcoj razini, ali i s obzirom na nacine implementacije u odgojno-obrazovni
proces, uz osvrt na konkretan kastavski zavicaj. U srediSnjem dijelu rada pruzen
je konkretan prikaz mogucnosti uporabe slikovnice kao poticaja za ocuvanje
zavitajnog identiteta.

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Preservation of regional identity creating picturebook on
standard language and dialect

Summary

Picture book as a medium full of potential for various forms of interaction with
the child as a recipient and adults as mediators of content rich in aesthetic,
emotional,cognitive and educational elements, provides opportunities to preserve
regional identity by raising awareness of dialects as a common feature of the
culturally homogeneous and distinctive community. Recent research indicates
that preserving local and regional identity has become particularly challenging
in the age of globalization. Therefore, this paper’s main goal is to investigate the
effects of organized preschool activities on awareness and consolidation of the
sense of belonging to the local community using dialectical language and the
dynamics of attitudes towards local/personal and global/standard, in the child’s
immediate educational context.

A concrete opportunity will be presented with a case study of the exemplar
project activity: making a picture book with narrative elements in standard
language and dialect. This opportunity allows us to test the hypothesis about
the possibilities of integrating local identity and use of picture book as a means
of balanced development of the child’s values, sensibilities, knowledge, abilities
and skills into an adult with strong cultural roots immersed in the living body
of the local community.

In the first part of the paper, the theoretical frameworks of the approach to the
picture book and their recipients, children and adult mediators of the author’s
communication of experiences and ideas to a clearly defined target audience
are presented. In this sense, the picture book is defined, layered according to the
function, theme, textuality, art, and impact on the child’s overall development.
The second part of the paper deals with a homeland and regional identity at
the general level and the ways of its implementation in the educational process
regarding the specific homeland region of Kastav. The central part of the paper
provides a concrete presentation of the possibility of using the picture book
as an incentive to preserve the regional identity. In the concluding part, the
results of the observed project confirmed the hypothesis about assumed effects
of described activities on the inclusion of children in the process of making a
local theme picture book and the possibility of its use in raising awareness and
preservation of the local dialect.

Projekt naslova Tiskarstvo u Pazinu od 1900. godine do danas, Cija sam autorica i
koji se pod mojim vodstvom provodi od 2020.godine,a njegov je nositelj Fakultet
za odgojne i obrazovne znanosti SveuciliSta Jurja Dobrile u Puli, obuhvaca
istrazivanja iz podrucja likovnih umjetnosti, tj. grafike. Nepresusna kulturna
bastina iz ostavstine uniStene tvrtke Istratisak Pazin pohranjena je u Muzeju
grada Pazina u zasebnoj zbirci. Korisna je za istrazivanje novih likovnih tehnika,
kreiranja novih ideja, proizvoda i estetika u neposrednu radu sa studentima,
djecom predskolske dobi i u¢enika razredne nastave. Projekt je osmisljen tako
da traje sve dok se ne iscrpe motivi iz zbirke Muzeja.

Pocetkom 20. stoljeca u Pazinu je osnovano Tiskovno drustvo i tiskara. Bila je prva
u srediSnjoj Istri. Nakon Prvog svjetskog rata tiskarstvo u sredi$njoj Istri zamrlo
je zbog politi¢kih i ekonomskih neprilika. Nakon Drugog svjetskog rata u Pazinu
je zapocela s radom tvrtka Sloga, u kojoj djeluju razne djelatnosti, tiskarstvo i
druge usluge, a zatim su formirane zasebne tvrtke, uklju¢ujuci Grafolux, koji je
sredinom 1970-ih preimenovan u Istratisak. Po¢etkom 1980-ih, kada je Istratisak
bio na vrhuncu, zaposljavao je 115 radnika i investirao u modernu tehnologiju.
Bila je to perjanica tiskarske industrije. Istratisak je tiskao sve,od tiskanih papira
i samoljepljivih naljepnica do plakata,raznobojnih broSura i knjiga mekog uveza.

Cilj je ovoga rada upoznavanje djece i studenata s tiskarskom bastinom Pazina,
realizacija muzejske pedagogije s predSkolskom, Skolskom i studentskom
populacijom, kreiranje novih likovnih djela poznatim likovnim tehnikama,
pronalazenje novih likovnih tehnika i novih mogucnosti izraza na temelju
eksperimentiranja.

Arhivirani dijelovi muzejske zbirke tiskarstva Muzeja grada Pazina, deplijani,
razglednice, knjige,drvena i metalna slova,kliSeji polazidna su osnova za stvaranje
novih vrijednosti i proizvoda iz mnogih suvremenih podrucja likovne kulture i
likovnih estetika.Rad se temelji na eksperimentima i istrazivanjima radi stvaranja
novih ideja. U radu se pokazuju mogucnosti realizacije rekompozicije, koristeci se
naslovnicom deplijana Pazin na dlanu, uz upotrebu nekoliko tehnika.

Summary

The project entitled Printing in Pazin from 1900 to the present day, authored
and implemented under my supervision since 2020, which holder is the Faculty
of Education of the University of Juraj Dobrila in Pula, includes research in the
field of fine arts - graphics. The inexhaustible cultural heritage from the legacy
of the destroyed company Istratisak Pazin is stored in the Pazin City Museum as a
separate collection. It is useful for researching new art techniques, creating new
ideas, products, and aesthetics in direct work with students, preschool children,
and primary school students. The project is designed to last until the motifs from
the Museum’s collection are exhausted.

At the beginning of the 20% century, the Press Society and Printing House were
founded in Pazin. It was the first printing house in central Istria. After the First
World War, printing in central Istria died out due to political and economic
troubles. After the Second World War, the company Sloga started operating in
Pazin, in which various activities, printing and other services operated, and then
separate companies were formed, including Grafolux, which was renamed into
Istratisak in the mid-1970s. In the early 1980s, when Istratisak was at its peak, it
employed 115 workers and invested in modern technology. It was the flagship
of the printing industry. Istratisak printed everything, from printed papers and
self-adhesive stickers to posters, colourful brochures, and soft books.

This paper aims to introduce children and students to the printing heritage of
Pazin, the realization of museum pedagogy with preschool, school and student
population, creating new works of art with familiar art techniques, finding new
art techniques and new possibilities of expression based on experimentation.

The archived parts of the museum collection of the Pazin City Printing House,
leaflets, postcards, books, wooden and metal letters, clichés,are the starting point
for creating new values and products from many contemporary areas of art culture
and art aesthetics. The work is based on experiments and research to generate
new ideas. The paper shows the possibility of realizing the recomposition, using
the cover of the leaflet entitled Pazin in the palm of your hand, as well as by using
several techniques.

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Preschool and Primary School Children's Perception of
Local Heritage

Summary

In circumstances of fast and unpredictable global changes in contemporary
society, teaching and learning about heritage values are very important.
Heritage is an important element for understanding local identity and as a
topic is immanent in pre-school teaching, primary school and secondary school
teaching. In teaching students on all levels, a local heritage content is of special
importance.As the knowledge about heritage is a precondition in making positive
attitudes and values aiming protection, active and responsible attitude towards
inheritance, it is important to introduce children to the local heritage values
from the very beginning of their education. The purpose of the research was
to determine/identify the children and pupils’ perception of local (natural and
cultural) heritage as an integrated part of common heritage. The research was
taken in kindergartens and primary schools among children and pupils; it was
carried out through focus groups and semi-structured interviews. The research
has shown that the knowledge about local heritage values, transmitted through
different curriculum content and different teaching methods, initiated children
interest and positive attitude toward heritage. Nevertheless, some aspects are
not recognised among collocutors that indicates the lack of knowledge about
local heritage elements.

Promicanje viSejezicnih repertoara u globaliziranim druStvima i
obrazovnim kontekstima

Sazetak

Visejezitnost se nerijetko poima kao logi¢an odgovor na globalizacijske procese
i pojatanu komunikaciju na medunarodnoj razini, a europeizacija je dodatno
potaknula promicanje ideologije visejezi¢nosti u razliCitim institucionalnim
diskursima (npr.Rindler Schjerve i Vetter 2012.,Weber i Horner 2012.,Unger i sur.
2014.). U stvarnosti medutim razliciti globalizacijski procesi ¢esto rezultiraju: a)
diversifikacijom jednog ili nekoliko globalno dominantnih jezika,no istovremeno
Cesto i b) eliminacijom raznolikosti unutar drugih manje zastupljenih jezika.

Analiza se temelji na podatcima prikupljenima promatranjem nastavnoga procesa
u osnovnim i srednjim Skolama u Zadru i Makarskom primorju te intervjuima
s nastavnicima i administrativnim osobljem u tim Skolama primjenom teorije
upravljanja jezikom (eng. Language Management Theory, Jernudd i Neustupny
1987., Nekvapil 2006.). Nedoretenosti sluzbene obrazovne jezitne politike
neminovno se odrazavaju na varijabilnost i nedostatak sustavnosti u odnosu
prema (ne)standardnim varijetetima u samome nastavnome procesu u kojem
prevladava znacenjsko reduciranje pojma visejezi¢nosti na ucenje stranih jezika
uz istovremeno marginaliziranje uloge nestandardnih varijeteta hrvatskoga
jezika u formalnom obrazovanju u Hrvatskoj.

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Promotion of Plurilingual Repertoires in Globalized Societies and
Educational Contexts

Summary

Multilingualism is often presented as a logical solution to globalizing processes
and increased international communication,and the processes of Europeanization
have additionally spurred the emergence of the ideology of multilingualism
in various institutional contexts (e. g. Rindler Schjerve & Vetter 2012, Weber
& Horner 2012, Unger & al. 2014, etc.).In reality, though, different globalizing
processes often result in a) diversification of one or few globally dominant
languages, and at the same time b) elimination of intralinguistic diversity in
smaller and less dominant languages. The paper aims to examine on the one
hand, how the Croatian standard variety is placed and treated on the axis that
connects the traditional and the inherited with the globalizing processes,and on
the other, how pupils’ plurilingual repertoires get conceptualized and promoted.
The analysis is conducted by the application of Language Management Theory
(Jernudd, B. H. & Neustupny 1987, Nekvapil 2006, etc.) and is based on the data
collected using class observation in elementary and secondary schools of Zadar
and Makarska and interviews with teachers and administrative staff in those
schools. We point out that the vagueness of the official educational language
policy is inevitably reflected in variability and lack of coherence in the treatment
of (non)standard varieties in teaching where the concept of multilingualism
seems to be semantically reduced to foreign language learning and is often
accompanied by the marginalization of the role of nonstandard varieties of the
Croatian language in the formal educational contexts.

Razlike uCenica treCeg i Cetvrtog razreda primarne nastave u
manifestnim mjerama morfoloSkih antropometrijskih obiljezja

Sazetak

Cilj je istrazivanja ispitati razlike izmedu uclenica treceg i Cetvrtog razreda
primarne nastave u manifestnim mjerama morfoloskih antropometrijskih obiljezja.
Istrazivanje je provedeno na ukupno 200 uenica (100 ucenica treceg razreda i
100 ucenica Cetvrtog razreda) primarne nastave prosje¢ne dobi 9 i 10 godina
+/- 6 mjeseci, u Skolama Gospica, OtoCca, Gracaca, Korenice, Litkog Osika i Brinja.
Svi ispitanici podvrgnuti su skupu mjera morfoloskih antropometrijskih obiljezja
prema postupcima propisanim Medunarodnim bioloSkim programom IBP-Weiner i
Lourie, 1969. Uzorak varijabli ¢ini 19 mjera za procjenu morfolo3kih antropoloskih
obiljezja. Longitudinalna dimenzionalnost skeleta procijenjena je pomocu pet
mjera, a to su: visina tijela (ALDTV), duZina ruke (ALDDR), duZina noge (ALDDN)
i duZina stopala (ALDDS) te biakromijalni raspon (ALDBR). Volumen i masa tijela
procijenjeni su pomocu pet mjera: tjelesna masa (AVMTM), sredisnji opseg prsnog
kosa (AVMSOK), opseg nadlaktice (AVMONA), opseg natkoljenice (AVMONAT) i opseg
potkoljenice (AYMOPQT). PotkoZzno masno tkivo procijenjeno je pomocu Cetiri mjere:
koznog nabora na ledima (APMLE), koZnog nabora na trbuhu (APMTR), koZnog nabora
na nadlaktici (APMNAD) i koZnog nabora na potkoljenici (APMPQT). Transverzalna
dimenzionalnost skeleta procijenjena je pomocu pet mjera: dijametra lakta (ATDLA),
dijametra rucnog zgloba (ATDRZ), bikristalnog raspona (ATDBKR), dijametra koljena
(ATDKO) i Sirine stopala (ATDST). Prema strukturi diskriminacijske funkcije vidljivo
je da u latentnoj dimenziji longitudinalne dimenzionalnosti skeleta varijabla visina
tijela (0,61) najvise pridonosi razlici medu ucenicama. Vrlo znacajni doprinosi
determiniranju diskriminacijske funkcije daju varijable duzina ruke (0,58), duzina
noge (0,57), bikristalni raspon (0,40) i tielesna masa (0,33); uCenice Cetvrtog razreda
imaju vece vrijednosti mjera. MoZe se zakljuliti da su ucenice Cetvrtog razreda
robusnije grade i ulaze u drugu fazu ubrzana rasta i razvoja koja se zbiva kod
djevojcica od 10 i pol,odnosno od 11.do 13. godine.

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Differences in manifest variables of morphological and
anthropometric features between the third and the fourth grade
primary school female pupils

Summary

The aim of this research is to explore differences in manifest variables of
morphological and anthropometric features between the third grade and the
fourth grade primary school female pupils. The research was conducted among
200 primary school female pupils (100 pupils from the third grade and 100 pupils
from the fourth grade) aged 9 and 10 +/- 6 months in schools from Gospic, Otocac,
Gracac, Korenica, Li¢ki Osik and Brinje.

All respondents underwent measurements in the field of morphological
anthropometric features according to International Biological Programme, IBP-
Weiner and Lourie, 1969. The sample of variables consisted of 19 measures
for morphological anthropometric features evaluation. Longitudinal skeleton
dimensionality was measured by 5 variables: height (ALDTV),arm length (ALDDR),
leg length (ALDDN), foot length (ALDDS), and biacrominal breadth (ALDBR).
Volume and body mass were measured by 5 variables: body mass (AVMTM), chest
circumference (AVMSOK), upper arm circumference (AVMONA), thigh circumference
(AVMONAT) and lover leg circumference (AYMOPQT). Subcutaneous fat tissue was
measured by four variables: back skinfold (AMPLE), stomach skinfold (APMTR),
upper arm skinfold (APMNAD) and lower leg skinfold (APMPOT). Transversal
skeleton dimensionality was measured by five variables: elbow diameter (ATDLA),
wrist diameter (ATDRZ), bicristal breadth (ATDBKR), knee diameter (ATDKO) and
foot width (ATDST).

According to the structure of discriminant function, it is evident that in the latent
dimension of longitudinal skeleton dimensionality the variable height (0,61)
contributes the most to the differences between female pupils from the third
and the fourth grade. A significant contribution in determinating discriminant
function is shown in variables arm length (0,58), leg length (0,57), biacrominal
breadth (0,40) and body mass (0,33) where fourth grade female pupils show higher
values.

It can be concluded that fourth female pupils are more robust in their build and
enter the second phase of accelerated growth and evolvent earlier, at the age of
10 Y2 or 11 to 13.

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|zazovi globalizacije uporabom informacijsko-komunikacijske
tehnologije u nastavi i poutavanju ucenika s teSkocama

Sazetak

Fenomenu globalizacije u 21. stoljecu, bez sumnje, najvise je doprinijelo Sirenje i
razvoj digitalnih tehnologija koje Cine komunikaciju, prijenos i dostupnost informacija
lak3im i brzim (Hussain, 2008.; Cornali i Tirocchi, 2012.). U podru¢ju obrazovanja
globalizacija utjeCe integracijom informacijske i komunikacijske tehnologije u nastavni
proces, posebice u postoje¢im kriznim situacijama izazvanim globalnom pandemijom
koronavirusa i ostalim novijim uznemiruju¢im dogadajima. To pretpostavlja izgradnju
i posjedovanje klju¢nih kompetencija ucitelja temeljenih na uporabi novih metodicko-
didakti¢kih metoda i alata u radu s ucenicima. Ovaj rad ima cilj istraziti odredene
kompetencije utitelja uporabom informacijsko-komunikacijske tehnologije u nastavi
uz poseban naglasak na ulogu koju imaju u poucavanju ucenika s teSko¢ama. U svrhu
istrazivanja,u kojem je sudjelovalo 137 uCitelja,konstruiran je upitnik o radu s u¢enicima
putem uporabe informacijsko-komunikacijske tehnologije u nastavi. Kvantitativnom
analizom frekvencija interpretirane su i argumentirane grupirane tvrdnje iz upitnika.
Rezultati pokazuju visoku svjesnost ulitelja o potrebama osuvremenjivanja nastave
koristenjem digitalnih alata i informacijsko-komunikacijske tehnologije kao novih
zanimljivih i zornih nacina koji pomazu ucenicima u usvajanju novih znanja ili
ponavljanju ve¢ naucenih,ali jos uvijek nedovoljno koriste steCena znanja na podrucju
digitalnih obrazovnih sadrzaja i informacijsko-komunikacijske tehnologije u radu s
ulenicima s teSko¢ama. Rezultati ukazuju na spremnost uditelja u izgradnji svoje
digitalne pismenosti usmjerene na uporabu novih digitalnih medija i tehnologije,
kako bi razumjeli u koje svrhe i kako alati rade, no takoder i na nedovoljno ste¢enih
takvih specifi¢nih kompetencija.

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Challenges of Globalization Through the Use of Information and
Communication Technologies in Education and Teaching Students
with Disabilities

Summary

The 21.st century phenomenon of globalization has undoubtedly been most
contributed by the spread and development of digital technologies that make
communication, transmission, and availability of information easier and faster
(Hussain, 2008; Cornali & Tirocchi, 2012). In the field of education, globalization
has a huge amount of influence through the integration of information and
communication technology (ICT) in the teaching process, especially in the existing
crisis caused by the global Covid-19 pandemic and other recent disturbing events.
This presumes building and possession of key competencies of teachers based on
the use of new methodological and didactic methods and tools within working
with students. This study aims to explore certain competencies of teachers
through the use of ICT in teaching with special emphasis on the role they play
in teaching students with disabilities. A questionnaire on working with students
through the use of ICT in teaching was compound for the purpose of this research
in which 137 teachers participated. Grouped claims from the questionnaire were
interpreted and argued with quantitative analysis of frequencies. The results show
teachers high awareness about the need to modernize teaching by using digital
tools and ICT as new, interesting,and visual ways to help students to acquire new
knowledge or repeat what is already learned. While working with students with
disabilities teachers still insufficiently use the acquired knowledge in digital
educational content and ICT. The results indicate the willingness of teachers to
build their digital literacy focused on the use of new digital media and technology
to understand for what purpose and how the tools work. The results also show
how teachers insufficiently acquired such specific competencies. This study points
out the importance of strengthening teachers’ professional competencies for the
use of ICT. Its potential scientific and professional contribution is reflected in the
context of the need of providing long term support to teachers through lifelong
learning in order to acquire specific competencies in ICT and its possibilities for
improving the quality of education by making it more accessible, especially to
students with disabilities in regular schools. Ultimately it can affect the global
life of all participants in the education system.

Suvremena znanstvena istrazivanja u podrucju djecje knjizevnosti pristupaju
slikovnici kao umjetnickom djelu koje je spoj ravnopravnih sastavnica: slike
i rijeCi (Crnkovi¢, Tezak 2002; Nikolajeva, Scott 2006; Haramija, Bati¢ 2013;
Hamersak, Zima 2015; Naranci¢ Kova¢ 2015; Majhut, Batini¢ 2017). U radu se
analizira ciklus slikovnica Etno prie (2006), koji obuhvaca pet pri¢a autorice
Sanje Lovrenci¢: Prozdrlica, Macak i lisica, Pjetliceva druzina, Pticar i crna vrana te
Zec, medvjed, Covjek i lisica. Price, ispriCane suvremenim autorskim pristupom,
utemeljene su na narodnim pricama koje je priredila Maja Boskovi¢-Stulli u
knjizi Narodne pripovijetke, objavljenoj u ediciji Pet stoljeca hrvatske knjizevnosti
(1963). Price iz ciklusa Etno price ilustrirale su hrvatske ilustratorice i ilustratori
mladeg narastaja: lvana Guljasevi¢, Ana Kadoi¢, Pika Voncina, Tomislav Zlatic i
Sven Nemet.

Komparativnom analizom istrazuju se karakteristike verbalnih i vizualnih
diskursa slikovnica iz ciklusa Etno price s obzirom na njihov odnos prema izvornim
narodnim pri¢ama kao polazistima te s obzirom na ulogu verbalnih i vizualnih
diskursa u posredovanju fabula pri¢a, kao cjelina, ¢itateljima. Ujedno, cilj rada
jest utvrditi kakva je uloga pripovjedaca u verbalnim i vizualnim diskursima ovog
ciklusa prica u kontekstu poimanja slikovnice kao hibridnog knjizevno-likovnog
medija.

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Folk Tales in Contemporary Picture Books Transpositions

Summary

Contemporary scientific research in the field of children’s literature approaches
the picture book as a work of art that is a combination of equal components:
images and words (Crnkovi¢, Tezak 2002; Nikolajeva, Scott 2006; Haramija,
Bati¢ 2013; Hamersak, Zima 2015; Naranci¢ Kova¢ 2015; Majhut, Batini¢ 2017).
The paper analyses the collection of picture books Ethno Stories (2006), which
includes five stories by Sanja Lovrencic¢ with the titles: ProZdrlica, Macak i lisica,
Pjetliceva druzina, Pticar i crna vrana and Zec, medvjed, Covjek i lisica. The stories,
retold with a contemporary authorial approach, are based on folk tales prepared
by Maja Boskovic¢-Stulli in the book Narodne pripovijetke, published in the edition
Five Centuries of Croatian Literature (1963). Stories from the collection Ethno
Stories were illustrated by Croatian illustrators of the younger generation: Ivana
Guljasevi¢, Ana Kadoic, Pika Voncina, Tomislav Zlati¢ and Sven Nemet.

The characteristics of verbal and visual discourses of picture books from the
collection Ethno Stories are explored through the comparative analysis with
regard to their relationship to original folk tales as starting points and with
regard to the role of verbal and visual discourses in mediating story fables as an
entirety to readers. At the same time, the aim of the paper is to determine the role
of the narrator in the verbal and visual discourses of this collection of stories in
the context of understanding the picture book as a hybrid literary-visual medium.

Picture books from the collection Ethno Stories, by author Sanja Lovrenci¢ and the
contemporary Croatian illustrators, with their verbal and visual characteristics,
contribute to bringing Croatian folk literature closer to the youngest readers and
thus their education for heritage preservation.

Drzavni arhiv u Zadru u fondu Mletacki dragomani ¢uva mnoge rukopise pisane
hrvatskom ¢cirilicom. Mnogi od tih spisa odnose se na korespondenciju izmedu
mletacke i osmanske vlasti o pograni¢nim incidentima na tadasnjoj mletacko-
turskoj granici. Za potrebe ovoga rada iz spomenutoga fonda gotovo je nasumice
izabran spis pohranjen pod brojem No/4/47/89 iz 1680. godine, kojim gracacki
kapetan Muharem Ge3ain izvjeStava zadarskoga generala o incidentu koji su
prouzrocili Udbinjani otevsi troje djece i stoku. Iz rukopisa se takoder doznaje
kako je ovo odmazda za postupak Vinjercana koji su prethodno Udbinjanima na
pasnjacima Velebita i u podru¢ju Krupe iznad Zegara pomorili i oteli stoku. Rije¢
je o razdoblju nakon Kandijskoga rata, u kojem je Venecija proSirila svoje posjede
u Dalmaciji (Linea Nani), a unutar Mletacke Republike nasla su se i neka mjesta
zadarskoga zaleda koja se spominju u dokumentu. Ovaj hrvatskocirili¢ni rukopis
posluzio je autoru da prouci grafolingvisticke, fonoloske, morfoloske, sintakticke
i leksiCke posebnosti uobic¢ajene u neposrednoj komunikaciji predstavnika vlasti
tadasnjih dviju drzava.Jezitna je analiza autoru pruzila priliku da barem u nekim
segmentima predoci kulturoloSke osobitosti ljudi zadarskoga zaleda u razdoblju
Cestih mletacko-turskih sukoba i ratova.

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Croatian Cyrillic Manuscript as a Monument of Croatian Historical
Linguistic, and Cultural Heritage

Summary

The State Archive in Zadar keeps many manuscripts written in Croatian Cyrillicin
the Mletacki Dragomani collection. Many of these writings refer to the Venetian
and Ottoman authorities’ correspondence about border incidents on the Venetian-
Turkish border. For this paper’s purposes, a file stored under number No/ 4/47/89
from the year 1680. was almost randomly selected from the mentioned fund.
In that file, Gra¢ac captain Muharem Ge3ain informs the Zadar general that the
people from Udbina kidnapped three children and cattle. The manuscript also
reveals the revenge for the actions of the people of Vinjerac,who had previously
killed and abducted cattle on the pastures of Velebit and in the area of Krupa
above Zegar. That is the period after the Candian War in which Venice expanded
its possessions in Dalmatia (Linea Nani). Within the Venetian Republic, there are
some places in the Zadar hinterland that are mentioned in the document. This
Croatian Cyrillic manuscript served the author to study the graphic linguistic,
phonological, morphological, syntactic, and lexical peculiarities typical in the
direct communication of the representatives of the then two states’ authorities.
The linguistic analysis allows the author to present, at least in some segments,
the cultural peculiarities of the people of the Zadar hinterland in the period
of frequent Venetian-Turkish conflicts and wars. Also, on the example of this
manuscript, the author wants to show how every document stored in the archives
is our cultural heritage. And for that heritage to indeed be ours, we must know,
understand, and learn from it.

Learning to Live by Learning to Read - Proverbs in Croatian
Primers

Summary

This paper discusses the role, representation and characteristics of proverbs in
Croatian primers during the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. Primer, as the
child’s first schoolbook and the book that helps him in initial reading, introduces
children to the world of literacy and in the collective memory and knowledge
of society in which they are educated (Manguel, 1996). Therefore, proverbs,
because they accumulate multigenerational experience and can pass on to
younger generations the fundamental values of society, even in classical culture
were recognized as a powerful didactic tool and were used for the literacy and
education of many generations. Proverbs contain a picture of the world, space and
time, in which they originated and in which they are present, so it is possible to
reconstruct the educational context from the semantic features of the proverbs
represented in the primers. The diachronic view on Croatian primers shows that
proverbs in primers changed in different social circumstances and their share in
the totality of methodical texts changed too. In the primers from the beginning
of the 19% century, proverbs make the majority of the methodical text and in the
primers from the end of the 20" century proverbs disappear. This paper shows
that on selected Croatian beginners.

Otuvanje knjiZevne bastine u slikovnicama Mirka Curica

Sazetak

Polazeci od Cinjenice upisivanja regionalne knjizevne poetike u nacionalnu, u
kontekstu knjizevno-teorijskih promisljanja o postojanju regionalnih poetika
(Ivon, Vrci¢-Mataija 2019) koje pridonose kulturnoj reljefnosti unutar kanona
hrvatske djeCje knjizevnosti, u radu se kroz prizmu knjizevnog regionalizma
(Bresi¢ 2004) interpretira dio knjizevnog opusa Mirka Curica, hrvatskog
knjizevnika rodom iz Pakova. Analizom je obuhvaceno dvadeset slikovnica
Siroka raspona zavicajnih tema, od kojih je dio nastao interpoliranjem
hrvatske pucke price (Zalar 2014), uz manje ili vece knjizevne intervencije.

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Preservation of Literary Heritage in Picture Books written by
Mirko Curic

Summary

Starting from the fact of inscribing regional literary poetics into national, in
the context of literary-theoretical reflections on the existence of regional
poetics (lvon, Vrci¢c-Mataija 2019) that contribute to cultural diversity within the
canon of Croatian children’s literature, this paper, through the prism of literary
regionalism (Bresi¢ 2004), interprets a part of the literary work of Mirko Curi¢,
a Croatian writer born in Dakovo. The analysis includes twenty picture books
of a wide range of local themes, some of which were created by interpolating
the Croatian folk tale (Zalar 2014), with minor or major literary interventions.
Using the Dakovo oral heritage, collected in 1936 (dr. Milena Papratovic), as the
original literary text, picture books written by Curi¢ are artistic illustrated books
in a narrower sense, created as a combination of fairy-folk narrative and artistic
expression (illustrators: SiniSa Simon, lvan Antollic, Vjekoslav Vojo Radoicic,
Andrea Bassi, Monika Vladislavljevi¢, Manuela Vladi¢ Mastruko, Katarina Kuric,
Patricija Drenjancevic, Veronika Sinko, Petra Baleki¢, Gualtiero Mocenni and
Simone Mocenni Beck,Anita Poljak). Some picture books are literary adaptations
of world-famous fairy tales, locally contextualized, while some of them were
created according to the literary template of folk tales written by Slavonian writer
Nikola Tordinac in Pécs while collecting treasures of Pécs Croats, which led to a
shift in the presentation of the literary space that is not the referential region
of Dakovo. As a contribution to regional themes, his picture books, addressing
directly or marginally the Dakovo area, in the historical, ethnological, literary,
linguistic, artistic,and cultural context, represent a significant contribution to the
poetics of local picture books within the Slavonian literary model.

Sazetak

Polazedi od povijesne i kulturne vrijednosti Kule age Senkovi¢a i Murkovica
mlina, kao jednih od identitetskih oznaka grada Gospica, u radu se temeljem
interdisciplinarnih znanstveno-umjetnickih spoznaja (povijesnih, arheolo$kih,
antropolo3kih, jezikoslovnih, knjizevno-teorijskih) valorizira kulturna bastina
dvaju navedenih lokaliteta, koji predstavljaju povijesnu jezgru urbanog razvoja
Gospica, s namjerom implementiranja njihovih kulturnih vrijednosti u sustav
visokoSkolske naobrazbe. Obje lokacije predstavljaju klju¢ne tocke povijesnog
razvoja grada Gospica: Kula age Senkovica, sagradena u obrambene svrhe u
drugoj polovici 16. st., najstarija je poznata gradevina u Gospicu, smjeStena uz
most na rijeci Novcici, u Cijoj se neposrednoj blizini nalazi i Murkovi¢a mlin,
sagraden na prijelazu iz 19.u 20.st., koji predstavlja tradicionalniju komponentu
gospickog identiteta, mjesto okupljanja i drustvenih kontakata. Povijesni izvori,
arheolo$ka saznanja, rezultati antropoloskih te jezikoslovnih i knjizevnopovijesnih

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Senkovic Aga Tower and Murkovica Mill - Cultural and Historical
Sources of the ldentity of Gospi¢

Summary

Starting from the historical and cultural value of the Senkovi¢ Aga tower and
Murkovica mill,as one of the identity marks of the town of Gospi¢, this paper,based
on interdisciplinary scientific and artistic knowledge (historical, archaeological,
anthropological, linguistic, literary-theoretical) evaluates the cultural heritage
of these two sites which represent the historical core of the urban development
of Gospic¢, with the intention of implementing their cultural values in the
system of higher education. Both locations represent key points in the historical
development of the town of Gospi¢: The Senkovi¢ Aga tower, built for defensive
purposes in the second half of the 16" century, is the oldest known building in
Gospi¢, located next to the bridge on the river Nov¢ica, in the immediate vicinity
of which is the Murkovica mill, built at the turn of the 19" to 20t century which
represents a more traditional component of the identity of Gospi¢, a place of
gathering and social contacts. Historical sources, archaeological findings, results
of anthropological and linguistic and literary-historical research, the presence
of legends, folktales and local stories of various dimensions about these sites,
open the possibility of interpreting the role of multiple narratives: from visual/
artistic (old photographs, postcards) to literary as a part of the local identity, a
significant contribution to the cultural heritage of Gospic¢ and Lika, at the same
time representing an incentive for creative work at the higher education level.
